When then the possession of the evil from the ignorant is captured, used of him/it and ought to be supported from the ignorant the acts and therefore more bad is to harm as to be harmed, indeed which with these things is harmed which are more cheap, of the body and with the outward, which even are able to perish to be diminished even with the frauds, unhurt more drunk, which towards him/it/theirself restrain the soul.

The prudence makes the lover young of the good, but him/it which with the uprightness of the nature may be towards the good skills more willing. 

Nor the ugliness of the body will be able such they have expelled the appetite; 

For with him/it/theirself soul pleased s/he/it is, the whole man is coveted; 

When the body is desired, the part of him/it is more low to the heart.
