Therefore with the all with the whole agreement to the stars s/he/it has distributed the equal number of the minds and s/he/it has added the one-each towards the apiece and thus as if into the chariot of the universe s/he/it has imposed the fated laws and s/he/it has pointed out and necessary and s/he/it shows the first single rising with the door with the all and controlled him/it and constant nor from the any diminished; 

Enough but and as if with the scattered souls with the door to use with the reliable intervals of the times might be burned the which animal might be towards the cultivation of the gods most suitable. 

But when was being the twofold nature of the human specie, thus the thing it was having himself in order that the more excellent specie it was being which of them were being soon being the men. 

When but with the minds s/he/it might have implanted whenever the bodies with the need towards the bodies with the need then the approach s/he/it might happen then the removal, with the beginning necessary was being the single thought to emerge and common with the more violent movement of the all the caused and connected of the nature, then with the pleasure and with the trouble the mixed love, after the anger and the fear and the remaining movements of the mind the comrades of the more above and with these also opposite disagreeing. 

" Which with the account will have ruled which, s/he/it will have lived justly, which but will have given to them himself, unjustly. 

And that which rightly and honourably the race living from the nature given s/he/it will have made towards that star with which with what s/he/it will have been suitable s/he/it will return; 

Which but extravagantly and will have lived immoderately, him/it the second rising will transfer into the feminine shape, and if indeed not then the boundary of the faults more heavy it will make also it will be disturbed and it will be transferred in his/her/their customs the most like shapes of the sheep and of the wild beasts nor the earlier time of the bad boundaries it will observe as that it will have began to follow the which rotation in himself him/her/itself of him/it it will have same and the natural and inserted of the single comparison: 

Which then s/he/it will happen with that which out of the fire with the soul with the water with the unruly land and without of the account will have occupied with the account s/he/it will have expelled and s/he/it might have reached towards and most good the first affection of the mind."

Which when had described thus and himself, if which afterwards of the fraud or of the fault had happened, s/he/it might have placed except the all fault and the cause, and other into the land other into the moon other into the remaining parts of the universe, which are about the indications and the constituted marks of the spaces of the time, scattering as if it was sowing. 

After but her/it the sowing to the gods in order that thus I say to the juniors s/he/it has relinquished that the mortal bodies were fashioning, and it might be the how great remainder out of the human mind which it might must to approach, all it and they might be subsequent which they might polish thoroughly and they might free, then as to this animal the first himself and the leaders might present and most fine might rule the life of him/it as and might steer, inasmuch not him/her/itself well made with his/her/their fault to himself might ask some to the misery. 

And indeed he/it which the all s/he/it has compared firmly in his/her/their s/he/it was remaining with standing; 

Which but from him/it procreated were being, when they had recognised the rank of the parent, they were following this.

That but which is to the intelligence and to the prudence with himself the lover declares necessary the intelligent and wise the first causes of the nature to hunt, then which of them of the things unavoidably move previously the second when themselves from the others are moved. 

Wherefore to us thus I sift to be requiring-to-be-made in order that indeed about to both places we say with the specie of the causes, apart but about he/it which with the intelligence are effecting of the most pretty things and of the most good and effect about he/it idle which aware the changeable and troubled. 

And indeed about the causes of the eyes, in order that they were having her/it the which strength now they have, enough nearly to be the saying I think; 

Most great but the presented usefulness of them with the service of the men of the son in law of the gods successively may be unfolded. 

Indeed the eyes have reported the examination of the most good things with us.

With which out of the things the philosophy we have gained, with which good the no nobody more desirable more excellent neither the present is to the specie of the mortal gods with the concession and with the service nor will be given."
