Which may doubt which, not reasonably I understand, why not it same, the sun may be or no may be, may be able to doubt; 

Indeed which is this there more clearly? 

Because unless the getting to know and caught firmly with the minds we might have, not so the stable belief was lasting neither might be strengthened with the long duration of the time nor one with the ages and ages of the men might have been able to make old. 

And indeed we see the other feigned beliefs and empty with the long duration to have out-melted. 

Indeed which the centaur to have been or thinks Chimaera, or which hag so silly is able to be discovered, which that, which formerly were being believed at the those belows, may take fright the omens? 

Indeed the day erases the inventions of the belief, strengthens the judgements of the nature. 

And so and in our people and in the other the habitations of the gods and taboos arise the inviolabilities into more great days and more good; 

And it happens not rashly nor accidentally, but which and you may present often the gods declare his/her/their strength, such as at Regillus I fight of the Latin, when from. 

Postumius the dictator with Octauius Mamillius with the Tusculan battle might fight, in our sharpness Castor and Pollux out of the horses to fight of the look are, and more fresh memory it same Tyndaridas have announced Pers lived.

As on account of her/it him/it/theirself cause, which also with the certain areas and cities we see to touch, more blunt in order that the natures are of the men near more full nature of the sky, this will have happened it same to the human specie, which in the land this is in the most thick area of the universe arranged may be. 

And yet out of him/it/theirself with the skill of the men to be some mind and indeed her/it more sharp and divine we must to value. 

Indeed from where this the man "has seized," as Socrates says at Xenophont, that and the moisture and the heat, which is the spindle in the body, and the earthly him/it/theirself the solidness of the entrails, the mind finally the breathe-able that, if which asks, from where we have, appears; 

We have accepted other of which from the land, other from the moisture, other from the fire, other from the money I go, we say which breath, that but, which conquers these everything, I say the account and, if pleases with the more words, the mind, O debate, the thinking, the discretion, where we discover, from where we have lifted?

With which things to the explained daughters I am seen to have taught, the nature of the man how much all might precede the animals. 

Out of which musts to be understood neither the shape and the situation of the members nor the such strength of the nature and mind to have been able to be effected the chance. 

Remains, in order that I teach and sometime I may conclude in all respects, which may be in clean this, with which may use the men, with the cause made of the men to be and with the prepared. 

With the beginning him/it/theirself universe of the gods and men the cause is made, the each are in him/it, the prepared they towards the enjoyment of the men and the inventions are. 

Indeed is the universe as if of the common property of the gods and men the house or the city and which; 

Indeed the only by reason of they live having money to spend with the law and law. 

As therefore Athenas and Lacedaemon of Athenians and Lacedaemoniuses the cause is to be thought preserved to be and in all respects, which are said may be in these cities of them peoples rightly to be, thus, the whichevers are in the all universe, of the gods and men to be thought are. 

Truly I will go the patrols of the sun and moon and remainders of the stars, whichsoever also towards the sticking together of the universe they concern, yet and they present the show with the men; 

Indeed the nobody is more insatiable appearance, more pretty nobody and towards the account and the skill more excellent; 

Indeed the ripenesses of them of the running measured of the times and we have recognised the varieties and the changes. 

Which if with the only men the notorieties are, of the men to be the made cause is to be judged. 

Truly the land fertile with the crops and I vary of the pulses to beget, which with the most great abundance pours, the cause of the wild beasts or men is seen to beget them is it not that? 

Why about the vines and olive-yards I will say, the most fertile most happy of which the enjoyments and the nothing entirely towards the beasts concern; 

Neither indeed to be entwined nor to be tilled nor appropriately to be reaped and of the to be secured enjoyment nor to be placed and to be restored any the knowledge of the sheep is, and of them all men things of the men is and the use and the concern. 

As the faith then and the flutes of them the cause made is to be said, which with those might be able to use, thus there, which I have said, he/it of the sun has to be to be confessed prepared, which use, nor, if which beasts steal some out of you go or snatch, with the each cause with that daughter of those we will say to be. 

Nor indeed the men of the mouses or ants with the cause put the grain, but of the spouses and children and familiar friends of his/her/their; 

And so the beasts stealthily as I have said, enjoy, of the owner openly and you are pleased; 

Of the men therefore the cause you may go the plenty compared of the things has to be admitted unless with the so great chance the fruitfulness and the variety of the fruits and pleasant of them not the taste only, but perfumed also and reports the doubt of the appearance, that with the only men the nature will have presented them. 

And only is away, as these of the beasts also with the prepared cause may be, in order that themselves beasts of the men with the gratitude begat we see to be. 

Indeed why the sheep report other, unless that with the with her litter farms of them and interwoven the men are clothed; 

Indeed which neither the garlics nor have eaten out of himself without the habitation of the men to be endured nor the any enjoyment and might have been able with the treatment. 

Truly of the dogs so the faithful protection and so the lover of the owners the flattery and the so great hatred into the outward and so incredible towards investigating the shrewdness of the nostrils, the so great eagerness into with the hunting which signifies other, unless with himself towards the timelinesses of the men to be begat. 

Which about the oxes I will speak; 

Themselves backs of which declare not to be with himself towards the load taking formed, the necks but to the daughter towards the yoke, then you are green of the upper arms and the widths towards the ploughs prolonging. 

With which when the lands were being conquered with the split-ing of the clods, from golden that with the specie, as the poets speak, the no strength ever was being reported: 

' Truly iron then the offspring emerged [repentest] and intended deadly [primast] to be built the sword and to taste with the hand joining and the subdued young bull:' 

The so great was being thought the usefulness to be secured out of the oxes, in order that with the entrails of them to feed on the crime was being had. 

Long is of the mules to pursue the usefulnesses and of the asses, which surely towards the use of the men are prepared. 

Truly the swine which has besides the food; 

Indeed to which, lest s/he/it was beginning to rot, the soul him/it/theirself on behalf of the salt given to be Chrysippus says; 

With which sheep, which was being towards to be fed on with the men suitable, the nothing the nature more fertile has begat. 

Why I may say the multitude and the charm of the fishs, which wilderness; 

Out of which so great is secured the pleasure, in order that sometimes our Pronoea to have been Epicurean is seen, and indeed they not were being captured unless with the account and skill of the men; 

Whichsoever certain of the bird, and the birds and the song-birds, as our augurs call, with the cause of the things prophesying you swim we think to be. 

Truly now huge and we obtain the wild beasts with the hunting, such as we may feed on you go and we may be exercised in the hunting towards the likeness to the warlike teaching and we may use with the subdued and trained, as with the elephants, and we may select much out of the bodies of them the remedies with the sicknesses and wounds, as out of the certain with the stocks and herbs, we have secured the usefulnesses of which with the use and try-ing of the remote time. 

S/he/it is permitted the whole with the minds as with the eyes to purify the land and the all seas: 

You will sift now the fruit-bearing spaces and immeasurable most thick of the plains and clothing of the mountains, fed of the sheep, then with the incredible the maritime runnings with the speed. 

Nor I forbid above the land, but also in the inmost with the darknesses of him/it of the most much things the usefulness lies hidden, which towards the use of the men born from only men is discovered. 

Truly that, the each will seize perhaps which your towards blaming, Cotta, because was being imported Carneads willingly into the Stoic, Uelleius, because the nothing so Epicurus laughs at which foretelling of the future things, to me the discretion of the gods to the consul with the human things is seen even especially to strengthen. 

Indeed with the departed the predicting is, which with the much places, with the things, appears with the times when in the private things, then especially in the public: 

The much sift the soothsayers, much foresee the augurs, the much with the oracles are declared, much with the prophecies, much with the dreams, much with the omens; 

With the noted which to the much often the things out of with the opinion and usefulness of the men borne, the much also the dangers expelled are. 

This therefore whether the strength or the skill or the nature towards the knowledge of the future things to the man departed is nor to the other to the any from immortal gods given. 

Which if the one-each move not you perhaps, were musting whole surely yet between himself the hypothesises and the connections have moved. 

Nor with the true whole world of the son in law of the men suns, but also with the one-each from immortal gods to the consul and s/he/it is accustomed to be foreseen. 

Indeed s/he/it is permitted to deal the universe of the human specie and her/it step by step towards more little, at last to escort towards the apiece. 

For if with the all men, which everywhere are whichever in the shore and part of the lands from of this to the land, which us we live, with the continuation of the distant, we think to consult the gods on account of these causes, we have said which before, consult with these likewise with the men, which till these with us the lands from Eastern lands towards the west. 

But if but consult, which as if live the great certain the island, as I may bereave us the lands we call, also consult with those, which hold the parts of that island, Europe, Asia, Africa. 

Therefore and the parts of them select, as Rome, Athenas, Sparta, Rhodus, and select of them cities apart from the whole worlds the one-each, as of Pyrrhus I fight Curius, Fabricius, Coruncanius, with the Carthaginian chief Calatinus, Duellius, Metellus, Lutatius, with the second Maxumus, Marcellus, African, after these Paul, Gracchum, Cato, or with the memory of the fathers Scipio, Laelium; 

And much besides and our community and Greece has brought the alone men, the nobody of which unless with the helping god such to have been to be believed is. 

Which account the poets and has driven especially Homerus, as with the princes of the heros, with Ulysses, O Diomeduses, O Agamemnonuses, might add with Achilles you may accompany the reliable gods of the crises and dangers. 

Besides of themselves gods often to the present, such above I have recalled, declare from you go and in the communities and with the apiece men to the consul; 

Indeed which is understood also with the signals of the future things, which then with the sleeping, then with the watchful they are predicted; 

The much besides with the prodigies, much in the bowels we are admonished and with the much others things, the lasting use thus has observed which, in order that was effecting the skill of the predicting. 

The nobody therefore the great man without some divine breath ever has been. 

Nor truly thus to be refuted s/he/it is, as, if to the crops either to the vineyards of the some the season will have harmed or if the fall has stolen which out of the conveniences of the life, him/it, to which of these will have happened, either watch overing with the god or we may judge the neglect from the god. 

The great the gods look after, disregard small. 

With the great but of the prosperous strength always the all things, accordingly enough from our men and from the prince of the philosophy with Socrates the saying is about the fruitfulnesses of the strength and with the plenty. 

These to me almost into the mind were coming, which saying I might think about the nature of the gods. 

You but, Cotta, if you hear me, you may conduct her/it same the cause and with you and the first countryman and the pontiff you may think to be and, because into and is permitted to discuss the which part with you, you may accept this rather and that ability sowing, as to you from the rhetorical exercises Academia has enlarged the allotment, rather here you may collect. 

Indeed the bad and the wicked habit is against the gods to be discussed, whether out of the mind it happens or deceitfully. 
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
