For entirely not to please." 

I but, O Brutus, indeed the necessary to me I observe to be to philosophise; 

For why I am able, especially the nothing conducting, to conduct more well? 

But not with the few, as that. 

May be indeed obstinately in little philosophy to be to him/it the mark is to which not either and most or the everything. 

For neither the only a few unless are able to be selected out of the much nor, which will have secured the only a few, not he/it same will pursue the remainders with same eagerness. 

But yet in life occupied and, as of Neoptolemus then was being, to be fought, the little themselves much often are useful and the enjoyments bring, if not the how greats out of the whole philosophy are able to be secured so great, yet them with which somehow out of the part sometimes either with the enthusiasm or sickness or fear we may be freed; 

Just as out of that discussion which is to me recently you inhabit! in Tusculanus, great was being seen the effected contempt of the death, which not most small prevails towards the mind with the fear freeing;. 

For which fears not it which is able to be avoided, he/it with the quiet mind with the no manner is able to live; 

But which not only because is necessary to the custom, the truth also because the nothing has the death concerning may be horrible, fears not the death, great he/it to himself the protection towards the happy life compares. 

Though we are not ignorant much eagerly against to be soon saying; 

Because with the no manner we have been able to avoid, unless the nothing entirely we were writing. 

And indeed if the speechs, indeed which us with the judgement of the multitude we were wishing to be approved the compatriot is that ability, and the execution the eloquences is the approbation of the auditors but if were being discovered not the nobodies which the nothing were recommending, unless were believing to be able to imitate which with himself, each expecting to himself, him/it same well saying might display the boundary, and when were being overwhelmed with the plenty of the opinions and words, might say the hunger and the hunger with himself to prefer which fruitfulness and the plenty, from where it had the emerged specie of the Attic with them to themselves which it to follow with himself were declaring pardoning, which now have ceased to talk nearly from him/it/theirself market laughed at the future which we think, with assistant people with which we were using before, now most little we may see to be able to use us? 

Indeed is the philosophy tense with the little with the judges, him/it/theirself fleeing I consult the multitude and to him/it to him/it/theirself and the suspected and hated, as, or if which wishes to find fault with whole, with the second it with the people may be able to make, or if into her/it as we follow us especially, may attempt to enter, great may be able to have the helps from the teachings of the remaining philosophers. 

Us but to the whole philosophy with the find fault with-ers we have answered in Hortensius, on behalf of Academia but which might be to be said, enough carefully in Academicas four books unfolded we observe;

Indeed into themselves Greece the philosophy with the so great in the honour never had been, unless had acquired strength with the stretchings and disagreements of the most learned.

And indeed the praise of the speakers thus led from the low comes towards the top, as I will go, the nature brings which in the all men almost to the things, may grow old and may be seen with the short time towards the nothing soon coming, indeed the philosophy may be born with the Latin with the letters out of these times, and we may help her/it us and I have refuted us themselves and I have refuted we may suffer. 

Because I have gone which with the reliable certain bring with the unjust mind and with the resolved opinions as if the adjudged and are consecrated and with that need confined, as, also which not may be accustomed to approve, have defended they may be collected with the cause of the perseverance;

But because themselves to that declare which write them with himself neither distinctly nor O distributed nor elegantly nor richly to write, I disregard the reading without the any delight. 

Indeed why may say and which may perceive I have gone which are from that teaching, indeed the nobody not moderately learned disregards. 

As on account of the thing, because may say which towards the manner themselves work not, why to be gathered may be unless themselves between himself which he/it same perceive, I understand not. 

For, as Plato and remaining Socratic and successively them which from these of the progress are the all men gather, also which those either approve not or seek not most eagerly, Epicurus but and of Metroduses not almost besides his men the any accepts into the hands, thus the Latin these I have gone to the sun gather which think those rights to be said. 

With us but is seen, whatever with the letters will be chewed, it ten-oared to be entrusted of the learned all men to the reading; 

Nor, if we are able to follow it to him/it/theirself less, therefore more small it thus making we perceive to be. 

And so to me always the habit of Peripatetic philosophers and Academia about the all things in opposite borne has pleased sowing not on account of that cause only, which might be otherwise might be able to be discovered not which like in the each thing to the spring, but also which might be the most great them to be said the exercise. 

Where the prince has used Aristotels, then him/it which they have followed. 

Our but the memory with Philus, we have heard which us often, builds with the other time of the rhetoricians the teachings to deliver, elsewhere of the philosophers: 

Towards which us the habit from our familiar friends O contracted in Tusculanus, which present is with us of the time, in him/it we have destroyed.

" O chances "indeed not only "the chance helps," as is in the old proverb, but much more the account, which with the certain as if with the teachings strengthens the strength of the strength.

Which may obey him/it/theirself to himself and may obey with his/her/their dogmas? 

They have seen although other with the so great levity and shaking, as s/he/it will have been with them not to have learned more well, other to the money eager, with the glory not the nobodies, much the slaves of the desires, in order that with the life of them marvellously the speech fights. 

Indeed which to me to be most ugly is seen. 

As indeed, if the declared some rudely speaks the grammatical himself, or if wishes to be had preposterously he/it which himself musical sings, this may be more ugly which declares in him/it with him/it/theirself may sin of which the knowledge, thus the philosopher in the account of the life the sinning this is more ugly which in the duty whose teacher is willing to be, slips and declared fails the skill to the life in the life. 

Surely reverence-worthy s/he/it is then, if s/he/it is thus, as you say, lest the philosophy the wrong glory you furnish with? 

Indeed which is more great proof the nothing I may go to be useful how the certain perfect the philosophers repulsively to live? 

Truly the no it indeed the proof is. 

For as the fields not the all men are fruit-bearing which are tilled, and the wrong that of Accius: 

The good although into the crop are more low given Frugs, yet themselves his/her/their with the nature shine forth, thus the minds not the cultivated all men bring the enjoyment. 

And, in order that in like same I live, as the field although fertile without the agriculture fruitful is able to be not, thus without the education the mind; 

Thus is and the which thing weak without the one. 

The agriculture but the philosophy is of the mind; 

This prolongs the faults by the roots and prepares the minds towards the sowings taking and she/it entrusts with them and, in order that thus I say, entwines, the grown up which may bring the most fertile enjoyments. 

We may conduct then, as we begin. 

You say!, if you are willing, about which you may wish to be discussed. 

I value the pain most great of the all evils. 

Is it not that also bad how the disgrace? 

I intend not it to say truly, and shames with me so quickly about the opinion to be downcast. 

More causing shame s/he/it might be, if in the opinion you were lasting. 

Indeed which is more small worthy, as to you more badly any to be seen with the disgrace, with the shame, with the baseness? 

Which in order that you escape, which is not only to be rejected, but not besides assailing, entering, the removing pain? 

Thus forwards I value. 

Whereby not is reasonably the most high evil I am shaped, the bad is surely. 

Is it not that you see then, how great shortly you will have overthrown the advices about the terror of the pain? 

I see clearly, but more much I desire. 

I will test truly; 

But the great thing is, and with the mind to me the need is not with the fighting back. 

Indeed you will have it. 

As indeed yesterday I have made, thus now the account, with which she/it will lead me whenever, I will follow.

Therefore, it which the soon being born themselves and the strength at once rejects the certain noble, lest of course the most high pain evil you were saying and with the placed opposite disgrace with the opinion you might be expelled, in him/it the instructress of the life the philosophy so many ages lasts. 

Because to this the duty, which praise, which glory will be so great, which with the pain of the body may wish to gain, which the most high pain evil will have persuaded to himself to be? 

As again which the disgrace, will have borne not which baseness, in order that escapes the pain, if it will have decided the bad top to be? 

Which but not the wretched person not only then, when will be pressed with the most high pains, if in these is the most high evil, but also when will know it to himself to be able to happen? 

And which is, to which may be able not? 

Thus happens that entirely the nobody the fortunate person is able to be. 

Indeed Metrodorus fully thinks that fortunate person, to which the body well may be placed and tested thus always to have been. 

Which but that is, to which it tested may be able to be? 

Epicurus to the truth she/it says, in order that indeed to me the laughter is seen to entice. 

Indeed s/he/it affirms with the certain place, if the wise man is burned, if says is tormented you await perhaps now: 

" Will suffer, will bear, s/he/it will fall not;" 

The great by Hercules the praise and there with him/it/theirself, through which I have sworn, with Hercules, you deign! but with Epicurus, to the rude man and hard, not the enough this is; 

In Phalaridas to the bull if s/he/it will be, s/he/it will say: 

" As kindly s/he/it is, as with this I look after not "or with Sua also? 

Or little s/he/it is, if "not with bitterness?" 

But indeed it those themselves, which deny the bad pain to be, are accustomed not to say to the any kindly to be of the crucified person; 

The adversity, difficult, distasteful, against the nature say nor yet bad. 

This which says the only this evil and the rear of the all evils, wise the agreeable it soon saying thinks. 

I from you I demand not, in order that you affect the pain with them same with the words with which Epicurus the pleasure, the man, as you know, pleasant. 

That will have said reasonably it same in Phalaridas to the bull, which if was being in the bed; 

I divide not the so great strength to the prudence against the pain. 

S/he/it may be in the to be borne of the chance, the enough duty s/he/it is; 

In order that s/he/it rejoices also, I demand not. 

Indeed the sad the thing is without the doubt, the adversities, bitter, you make! enemies to the nature, towards suffering and bearing difficult. 

You observe! Philocteta, to which to be relinquished s/he/it is moaning; 

Indeed him/it/theirself Hercules had seen in [Oeta] the size of the tricks wailing. 

The nothing therefore this man the arrows were consoling which from Hercules had taken then when out of the snakeish bite the blood-vessels of the entrails with Uenenus wetted move the foul tortures. 

And so s/he/it exclaims the help desiring, to the custom desirous: 

Oh which with the salted waves will chew me out of the high whirlpool of the stone? 

Now I am spent, strength of the wound makes the soul, of the ulcer of the agitation.

This has entangled me with the frenzied garment unskilled, which laterally drinks clinging with the bite mangles the entrails with Urgensqu deeply of the lungs the breath; 

I will go the discoloured all blood [exorbuit]. 

Thus the body with the awful disaster spent has out-melted, himself bound with the plague woven I am killed. 

These not the hostile pledge, not the high Terra Mols of the giants, not with the of double form attack my Centaurus hit to the body has inflicted, not Graia the strength, not the any barbarian woman O brutality, not fierce with the lands most far the tribe banished, which scouring on all [ecferitatem] I have expelled, but the man woman's of the woman I am killed with the hand. 

Oh you swim! truly this name you use! to the father, lest the dearness overcomes me west of the mother. 

Here you seize! towards me with the underworlds conscientious abstract; 

Now I will sift, is it not that with me or you stink more drunk that. 

You go! on, you intend!, you swim!, you water! with the plagues of the father, with Miserer Gents will cry our the miseries. 

Oh the maidenly me with the mouth lamented they have eaten, Ecfeminata the strength ruined has fallen which has seen the nobody any groaning with the evil. 

You constitute!, you swim!, you appear! before, pitiable you observe! Euisceratum the body mangled with Uidet of the father, of the all, and you, the sower of the divinities, you lie!, I entreat, into me vibrating strength of the lightning now, now harassing of the tricks turn the whirlpools, now the fire crawls. 

Oh before the conquering hands, [O] the breasts, Oh the backs, Oh with Uestron with pressing of the strengths of the swelling formerly Nemeaeus the lion gnashing the teeth has breathed out deeply the most outer breath?

With which manner Prometheus brings the pain at him/it, which Lemnium from where removes on account of the theft the fire will purify with the mortal secretly Diuisus; 

Him/it the learned Prometheus with Clepsiss the trick and the penalties with Jupiter most above the spoken to have paid.

Rightly therefore from Plato they are expelled which out of that community that has moulded, when the most good customs and most good to the State stood might seek out.

But why with the poets we get angry? 

The teachers of the strength, the philosophers are discovered, which might say the most high evil the pain.

Whereby if, as with the beginning you have relinquished, the baseness more bad is as the pain, the nothing clearly the pain is.
