The fifth this day, O Brutus, will make of the Tusculan discussions the boundary, with which day from us she/it is about the thing, as you, out of the all men especially you approve, discussed. 

Indeed to please to you very I have perceived and out of that book, you have written which towards me most carefully, and out of the much with your conversations the strength about happily the living himself with him/it/theirself to be tense. 

Which although obstinately with approving near so different is and so the much windlasses to the chance, the such is yet, in order that to be taken pains is, where may be approved more easily. 

Are drew indeed the nothing which is of the all men in the philosophy, more heavy which and more splendid may be said. 

For with that cause will have impelled them the first which with himself towards the eagerness of the philosophy have collected, in order that were arranging with the all things postponed the whole himself in the most good with the position seeking out of the life, surely with the hope happily living have placed so great in him/it to the eagerness the concern and the work. 

But if from he/it the discovered and the completed strength is, and if to the protector about happily to be lived is in the enough strength, which is which not splendidly and from those situated and from us the undertaken work to be philosophised may observe? 

But if but the lying near strength under the different and uncertain the slave of the fall to the chance is nor of the so great strengths is, in order that him/it/theirself sees himself, I fear lest not so with the trust of the strength struggling with us towards the hope happily living which the vows making are seen. 

Truly them falls, in which with me chance vehemently has exercised, with me him/it/theirself examining to this I begin the opinions have split sometimes and the weakness and the brittleness of the human specie to take fright. 

Indeed I fear not with the nature, when had given the bodies with us the weak parts and he/it and the incurable sicknesses and might have added the insufferable pains, will have given the minds likewise and with the pains of the bodies agreeing and apart with his/her/their suffocations and troubles entangled. 

But into this with me him/it/theirself I chastise, because out of the other and out of our perhaps with the softness, not out of him/it/theirself the strength about the oak of the strength I value. 

Indeed that, if only is the any strength, which doubt your maternal uncle, O Brutus, has lifted, in all respects, which into the man are able to fall, beneath himself has and she/it disdaining thinks little of the falls human and with the all fault missing besides himself thinks him/it/theirself the nothing towards himself to concern. 

Us but the all obstacles when coming with the fear increasing, then with the mourning with the present of the things we prefer to sentence the soon being born which our error. 
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2. 

But and of this fault and the all man of the other faults and our errors from philosophy to be petitioned the amendment is. 

Into the bending of which when from the first times of the age our will and had forced the eagerness us, with the most heavy these the falls into same port, out of which we were being of the egress, great disturbed with the season we flee. 

To the life with the philosophy the leader, Oh the tracker and the one who drives out of the strength of the faults why not only us, but entirely the life might have been able to be of the men without you? 

You of the city you have borne, you have assembled the scattered men into the society to the life, you them between himself with the first with the residences, then with the marriages, then with the community of the letters and voices you have joined, you inventress of the laws, you instructress of the customs and teaching you have been; 

Towards you we flee, before you power we petition, to you us, as before great out of the part, thus now inside and we deliver whole. 

Is but one day well and out of your teachings the act to the sinning immortality be preferred. 

Of which then rather with the powers we may use as with your, which and the stillness of the life granted with us you are and you have lifted the terror of the death? 

And indeed the philosophy only is away as hence and is about of the men with the deserved life may be recommended, as from and with the most with the disregarded from the much also may be found fault with. 

To find fault with the any obeying of the life and intends to daub with this parricide with himself and so wickedly to be unpleasant, in order that accuses her/it, might must to fear which, even if might have been able to secure less? 

But, as I suppose, this error and this with the minds of the untaught the poured over mist is, are able to consider not nor which so far backwards them, from which the life equipped of the men with the first may be, observe to have been the philosophers. 

Cannot safely sentence-translate one word!

3. 

We may see which most old thing with, the name yet we confess to be fresh. 

For indeed the prudence him/it/theirself which is able to be to deny not only with the thing old, truly also in name only? 

Which of the divine and human of the things, then with the examination of the beginnings and causes of the each thing the most pretty this was overtaking the name at the ancestors. 

And so and those seven, which from Greeks [sofoi], the wise men from our men and were being had and were being named, and with the much before with the ages Lycurgus, with the times of which Homerus also is delivered to have been before this seasoned city, and now with the heroic ages we have taken Ulysses and Nestor and to have been and had to be of the wise man. 

Neither truly [Atlans] to support the sky nor the joined to Prometheus with Caucasus nor the starry Cepheus with the wife to the son in law with the daughter might be delivered, unless the divine examination of the divinities had brought across the name of them towards the error to the story. 

From which of the conducting successively the all men, which in the view of the things were putting the eagernesses, the wise men and were being had and were being named, and it has flowed for life the name of them all the way about to Pythagora. 

Which, as to be written the listener Pontic of Plato Heraclids, the learned man in the chiefs, bring to have came Phliunt, and him/it with Leont, with the prince of Phliasiuses, learnedly and eloquently to have arranged certain. 

The nature of which and the eloquence when admired it had [Leon], to have asked out of him/it, which especially closely might believe; 

But that: 

Indeed the skill with himself to know no, but to be the philosopher. 

The admired Leont the newness of the name to have asked, the which might be the philosophers, and which between them and might lie between remaining; 

Pythagora but I may imitate to have answered the life of the men to himself to be seen and the traded him/it, which might be had with the most great with the preparation of the games of the whole Greece with the fame; 

For in order that in that place other with the trained bodies the glory and the nobility the crowns were petitioning, the others buying or selling with the gain and gain might be led, might be but the certain specie of them, and it even especially natural, which neither the clapping nor might ask the gain, but going to see with the cause might come and eagerly might examine, which might be conducted and with which manner, likewise us as if into the fairs the certain fame out of the city somehow thus into this life out of the other with the life and nature the departed others to the glory to serve, other to the money, rare to be certain, which with the other all men on behalf of the nothing had might consider the nature of the things eagerly; 

S/he/it is indeed these with himself to call to the prudence [studiososid] the philosophers; 

And in order that he/it was being most honourable to observe the nothing to himself obtaining, thus in the life far with the all eagernesses the view of the things, and the examination to excel.

Nor truly Pythagoras of the name only the inventor, but of the things also the enlarger has been of themselves. 

Which when had came after this Phliasius the conversation into Italy, has furnished with that Greece, the great which the sayings is, and in private and publicly with the most excellent and with the customs and skills. 

About the teaching of which the other time s/he/it will have been perhaps to be said. 

But from the old philosophy all the way towards Socrates, which Archelaum, Anaxagoras the student, had heard, the numbers and the movements were being drew, and were recoiling from where the everything were being burned or where, and were being sought eagerly from he/it the sizes of the stars the intervals run and the heavenly all. 

Socrates but first has summoned the philosophy out of the sky and has arranged in the cities and into the houses also has introduced and has collected about the life and customs and things with the goods and evils to ask. 

The multi-layered account discussing of which and the variety of the things and the size of the nature of Plato with the memory and letters has effected the consecrated mores you beget! of the dissenting philosophers, out of which us the most drunk it we have followed, where we were observing Socrates used, in order that we were covering our to him/it/theirself the opinion, with the error we might lighten other and in the all discussion, which might be most like to the spring, we might ask. 

Which custom when Carneads most acutely and most eloquently might have held, we have made and previously often and recently in Tusculanus, in order that towards that habit we were discussing. 

And indeed we have sent the conversation of the four days more above towards you reported with the books, with the fifth but with the day with same in the place we might have alighted, thus the intention is, about which we might discuss: 
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5. 

Not to me s/he/it is seen about happily living enough to be able the strength. 

But with Hercules my Brutus s/he/it is seen, whose I of the judges, with your peace I might have said, far I prefer with your. 

I doubt not, nor it now is conducted, you may love that how much, but with this, because to me I have said to be seen, the such may be, about which from you I wish to be discussed. 

Truly living enough to be able you deny about happily the strength? 

Forwards I deny. 
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Which? 

About rightly honourably laudably, at last about well to be lived s/he/it is quite to the protector in the strength? 

Surely enough. 

You are able then or, which badly may live, not that wretched person to say or, you may admit which well, him/it to deny happily to live? 

Why not I may be able? 

For also in the windlasses rightly honourably laudably and on account of that thing well s/he/it is able to be lived, while only you may understand, why now I will say' well. 

' Indeed I say firmly deeply wisely strongly. 

These also are concluded into the little horse, with which the life breathes not happy. 

Which then? 

Is it not that the happy grounds life, I beg, the door and is relinquished outside the threshold of the prison, with the perseverance the weight the strength with the prudence and the remaining strengths may be snatched towards the torturer and the nobody may reject neither of the suppliants nor the pain? 

You, if why you are soon making, the new some ought you may hunt; 

Those move me most little, not only because proclaimed are, but much more, because, as trivial with the certain the wines the nothing prevail in the water, delight thus with that of the Stoic more tasted which drunk. 

Just as that chorus of the strengths into the little horse imposed places the likenesses before the eyes with the most great dignity, in order that towards them swiftly soon going on nor them the happy life before the deserted himself soon suffering is seen; 

When but you will have brought across the mind from that painting and likenesses of the strengths towards the thing and the truth, the nude this is relinquished, is it not that which fortunate person may be able to be, may be turned which by day. 

As on account of the thing with this now we may ask; 

The strengths but demand you are! unwilling to fear not and may complain with himself from the happy life to be forsaken. 

If indeed the no strength with the discretion is empty, the discretion him/it/theirself this sees, not the all good men to be also happy, and much about 1000. 

With Atilius [Q]. 

With Caepion 1000. 

With Aquilius thinks over, and the happy life, if to the likenesses rather that which with the things themselves pleases, attempting to go into the little horse him/it/theirself discretion upholds and to him/it with the pain and torture any to be common denies. 
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6. 

Easily I suffer you with that manner to conduct, although unjust is to order to me with you, you may wish to be discussed which towards the manner from me. 

But I ask, whether some act more above days or the nothing we may observe. 

Truly the act, and indeed somewhat. 

But, if thus is, profligate now this and nearly towards the exit the contracted questioning is. 

Where at last only? 

Because the unruly movements and the shakings fast-moving of the minds and with the thoughtless attack of the spray the all account the repeling happy lives relinquish the no part. 

Indeed which is able the death or the pain fearing, aids the other of which often, overhangs the other always, to be not poor? 

Which, if it same, fears which generally happens the poverty the disgrace the disgrace, if the weakness the blindness, if finally, which not only with the one-each [homininibus], but has touched with the powerful peoples often, the slavery? 

She/it fearing any the fortunate person is able to be? 

Why, which not only fears the future them, the truth also brings and supports [praesentiaadde] to the same place the exiles of the grief the bereavements: 

Which with the things to these broken with the sickness is shattered, at last not most poor is able to be? 

Truly which? 

That, which excited with the desires and raving we see, in all respects furiously assailing with the insatiable enthusiasm, likewise more richly s/he/it may drink the pleasures on all, more heavy and more burning I go thirsting, surely rightly most poor you will have said? 
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Which? 

The raised that with the levity and empty space [lactitia] exulting and rashly gesticulating surely with the so great more poor how much to himself is seen more happy? 

Therefore as these the wretched persons, thus against the happy those, the no fears frighten which, the no sicknesses hollow, the no desires enrage, the vain nobodies the gladnesses exulting with the faint melt with the pleasures. 

As indeed of the sea then the stillness no is understood not most small the golds of the wave striking, thus the quiet and of the mind peaceful the position is sifted, when the disturbance is no, which may be able to be moved. 

But if which is the strength to the chance, which the all human affairs, which to the each have happened are able, bearable may lead, out of which neither the fear him/it nor the suffocation may touch, he/it and the same if covets the nothing, the nobody is brutalised with the empty pleasure of the mind, which is why he/it may be not happy? 

And if these with the strength are effected, which is why the strength him/it/theirself may effect through himself not happy? 
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7. 

But is able to be said not the other, that you go!, which the nothing may fear, may be choked the nothing, may covet the nothing, are brutalised with the powerless nobody with the gladness, the fortunate persons may be, and so I relinquish it to you. 

The one but now whole s/he/it is not; 

Indeed more above with the discussions the execution s/he/it is to be empty with the all man of the mind with the disturbance wise. 

Without doubt then the made thing is; 

Indeed the questioning is seen towards the exit to have came. 

Indeed just about it. 

Of the springs yet that custom mathematical is, is not of the philosophers. 

For the geometers when wish to teach somewhat, if which towards that thing concerns which of them before have taught, accept on behalf of the permitted and tried it, unfold that only, about which row the nothing the script is; 

The philosophers have the whichever thing in the hands, into her/it which convene, collect the everything, although with the other place are discussed. 

Which was being if thus, why Stoic, if the question was being, quite about happily living the strength might be able, the much might say? 

The enough to which [rispondere] with himself row to have taught the nothing good might be to be unless the distinguished which was being, with the tried this the consequence to be the happy life with the strength to be content, and with which manner this may be the consequence to that, thus that to this, as, if the happy life tense strength is, unless the distinguished which is, the nothing the other may be the good. 

But yet they conduct not thus; 

For and about the distinguished and about the most high good man apart the books are, and when out of him/it enough great in the strength about happily living eaten is effected the strength, with the nothing conduct apart more small this. 

Indeed with the own and with his/her/their proofs and reminders the to be drew each the thing is, so great especially. 

Indeed you beware! you stink any in the philosophy the voice more clear hurled or to be any more fertile promise or of the philosophy more great. 

For which declares? 

Oh the good gods the soon completing himself, which with his/her/their laws might have obeyed, in order that against the chance always the armed man was being, in order that was having into himself well the all protections and happily living, in order that always finally the fortunate person was being. 

But I will have seen, which may effect; 

For so long with this him/it/theirself great I value, which promises. 

For indeed Xerxes stuffed with the all prizes and gifts to the chance, not with the cavalry, not with the walking plenty, not of the ships [moltitudine], not with the boundless weight of the gold content the prize has displayed, which might have discovered new [uoluptatemqua] him/it/theirself has been not content; 

Nor indeed ever the desire will discover the boundary, I might wish us with the prize we might be able to elicit, which with us might have reported some, where more firm this we might believe. 
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8. 

Indeed I might wish it, but I have little, because I will require. 

Indeed I assent to which of them you have placed one the consequence of the other to be, as, which towards the manner, if, which may be distinguished, that ground may be good, may follow the happy life with the strength to be made, thus, if the happy life in the strength is, the nothing to be unless the strength good. 

But your Brutus with the authority Aristus and Antiochus perceives not this; 

Indeed s/he/it thinks, even if s/he/it may be the good some besides the strength, yet about happily living enough to be able the strength.

This that is, Theophrastus has been able to support not which. 

For when had decided the lashs, the windlasses, of the torture, O paternal overthrowings, O exiles, the bereavements the great strength to have about badly and have sent living, not the daring is haughtily and in liberal manner to speak, when abjectly and dejectedly might perceive. 

As well, s/he/it is asked not, indeed firmly surely. 

And so to me to please the succession to blame is accustomed not, with the first you will have relinquished. 

This but most elegant of the all philosophers and most learned not greatly is blamed, when says three species of the goods, is vexed but from the all men the first in that book has written which about happy life, discusses in which penalty, as on account of the thing you go, which may be turned which may be tormented, the fortunate person may be able to be not. 

In him/it also is thought to say into [rotamid] is the certain specie of the windlass at Graecosbeata the life not to ascend. 

Indeed not anywhere it says entirely, but which says, prevail it same. 

I am able then, to which I might have relinquished in the bad to be the pains of the body, in the bad the shipwrecks to the chance, to this to be angry saying not the all good men to be happy, when into the all good men they, that in the bad counts which, may be able to fall? 

Theophrastus with the books and schools of the all philosophers is vexed it same, which in his/her/their Callisthen will have recommended that opinion:

' They deny from the any philosopher any saying to be more faint. 

Indeed rightly it, but the nothing I understand to be said [potuiisse] more firmly. 

If indeed so many in the body the goods are, so many except the body in the fall and chance, surely the present condition is more the chance, which lady of the things may be and outward and towards the body of the concerning, how the debate to prevail? 

Or we prefer Epicurus to imitate? 

Which the much splendidly often says; 

Indeed which to himself firmly and suitably s/he/it may say, s/he/it works not. 

S/he/it recommends the thin living. 

Indeed it of the philosopher, but if Socrates or was saying Antisthens, not he/it which will have said the boundary of the good the pleasure to be. 

Denies any pleasantly to be able to live, unless he/it same honourably wisely and may live justly. 

The nothing more heavy, the nothing with the philosophy more worthily, unless it same with this him/it/theirself' honourably wisely justly' might refer towards the pleasure. 

More good which as: 

' The small chance to occur with the wise man?' 

But he/it says this is it not that, which, with the pain not the manner the most great evil, but the only evil also will have said, may be able to be suppressed with the most sharp pains then with the whole body, when boasts especially against the chance? 

Because he/it same more good also with the words Metrodorus: 

' I have occupied you' s/he/it says,' with the chance, and I have captured and the all approach your blockaded, in order that towards me you were being able to breathe not. 

' Splendidly, if to Aristus Chian or if Stoic [Zenon] s/he/it was saying, which, unless which was being ugly, the nothing the bad might lead; 

Truly you, O Metrodorus, which the all good in the entrails and marrows you will have placed and you will be defined the most high good firm with the affection of the body and tested of that hope to be held, you have blockaded the approachs of Chance? 

With which manner? 

Indeed with that good now you are able to be pillaged.

But with these unskilled they are captured, and near the opinions of this manner of that of your men the multitude is; 

Acutely but that is of the discussing, not the each may say which, but which may be to the each be said, have seen. 

Just as into them him/it/theirself opinion, we have undertaken which in this discussion, the all good men always happy we wish to be. 

I will say which good, transparent s/he/it is; 

Indeed with the all men with the strengths the equipped and distinguished then of the wise man, then we say the good men. 

We may see, which may be to be said the fortunate persons. 

Truly I value them, which may be in the goods with the no bad quality; 

Nor the any other to this word, when we say the fortunate person, the lying near judicial enquiry is unless with the bad secrets all heaped the encircling of the good. 

This to overtake the strength, if any is besides him/it/theirself of the good, is able not. 

Indeed s/he/it will aid of the evils, if we lead the evils that way, the certain commotion: 

O poverty, O obscurity, O lowliness, O solitude, the loss of his/her/their, the heavy pains of the body, the ruined illness, you weaken, O blindness, of the ruin to Fatherland, O exile, the slavery finally. 

In these so many and [tantisatque] also the mores are able to be [acciderepotest] the wise man; 

For the fall imports these, which, is able to meet into the wise man. 

But if they evils are, which is able to have been to excel always the happy wise man, when or in the all these with the one time may be able to be? 

Not therefore easily I relinquish neither with my Brutus nor with the common instructresses nor with the old those, Aristoteluses with Speusippus of Xenocratus Polemonus, as, with her/it which above may count I have specified in the bad, it same may say always happy to be wise. 

Which if the title this conspicuous delights and pretty, with Pythagora with Socrates Plato most worthy, those may induce the mind, are captured of which to the brilliance, you are green the illness the beauty the wealth you may respect the powers to think little of and there, which he/it the opposites are, on behalf of the nothing to lead: 

Then the chances with the attack will be able to declare himself nor with the most clear voice neither with the belief of the multitude nor with the pain nor with the poverty to be frightened, and in all respects to himself into himself to be with the situated, nor to be any except his/her/their power, may lead which in the goods.

The wretched person therefore Archelaus?

From where therefore more right we are able to begin how from the common with the parent soon being born?
