Indeed not less eagerly the records that of your twelve law as those twelve books of Plato about the laws. 

But the certain that of yours are noticed to be either the most obscure or most hard or gentle against exceedingly and relaxed or by no means thus, as the script is, stopping." 

5. 

" O darknesses "s/he/it says six. 

Caecilius "we may assign not to the fault of the writing, but to the ignorance not of the overtaking, whichsoever these likewise themselves, which, which scripts are, less secure, with the fault are empty. 

6. 

For the long age has assigned to oblivion the words and the old customs, with which words and customs the opinion of the laws is caught firmly. 

With the three hundredth obviously with the year after the preserved Rome the records compared and are written, from which time towards this day the years to be not far less six hundred are seen. 

7. 

Stiffly but the script to be in that of your laws which is able to be valued? 

Unless hard I bequeath you think to be, which the judge or the eye-witness justly given, which on account of the thing to be said the money is to have taken conquered, is punished with the head or which the detected thief to him/it, to which the theft is made, delivers into the slavery, nocturnal but the law killing divides the thief. 

8. 

Indeed you say!, I beg, you say!, the man to the prudence most eagerly, or either the faithlessness against of the judge of that the all the divine laws and human his/her/their oath with the money selling or the insupportable boldness of the detected thief or the deceitful violence of the nocturnal vagabond not worthy to be with the penalty of the head you may value?" 

9. 

" You are! unwilling "Fauorinus says "out of me to ask, why I may value. 

Indeed you know be accustomeding to be with me on behalf of the teaching to the path, I till which, to examine rather as to decide. 

10. 

But not the trivial judge nor is contemptible the people Roman, indeed to which failed that of yours claiming, the penalties yet of this sort exceedingly to be hard are seen; 

Indeed the step is you will gather that of your about so with the beyond measure punishment with the situation and melancholy to die. 

11. 

As has rejected that likewise not moderately written, which, if the man into the law called with the sickness or age the sick person towards to be advanced is infirm, the covered carriage is spread not, but him/it/theirself is stolen and is imposed with the mule and is raised out of his/her/their new house towards the praetor into the comitia with the shape of the burial.

He/it on behalf of the delight was having the bone of the free man of his/her/their hand with the palm to beat. 

Him/it the slave was following bringing the full pouch of the pennies; 

As s/he/it had slaped each, to be counted at once after twelve records five and twenty pennies s/he/it was ordering. 

" Therefore "says "the praetors afterwards this to vanish and have thought to be relinquished and with the injuries valuing the dispute-assessors have proclaimed himself soon giving. 

14. 

The several but indeed in that of your laws not to stop, as I have said, the visions are, just as that law of the retaliation, the words of which, unless the memory deceives me, these are ": 

If the member has broken, if when out of the bargain, the retaliation will be!. 

" 15. 

Indeed besides avenging the harshness not likewise the execution of the just retaliation is able to proceed. 

For to which the member from the other is broken, if to him/it/theirself likewise through the retaliation wishes to break, I ask, or breaking equally the reciprocity of the member may be able to effect? 

In which thing the first that difficulty is inexplicable. 

16. 

Which if the member "says "ignorant of the other will have broken? 

Indeed which is through the imprudence made, [retaliari] through the imprudence musts. 

The blows obviously fall not under of him/it same the casual and learned the likeness of the retaliation. 

To whatever place then only s/he/it will be able to imitate ignorant, which in the performing retaliation not of the freedom has the law, but to the imprudence? 

17. 

But and if aware s/he/it will have broken, by no means s/he/it will suffer either more high himself to be struck or more wide. 

The pound and the measure may be able to be bewared which of what kind, I discover not. 

18. 

That also, if which more will be or otherwise entrusted, the thing will happen of the laughable fury, in order that the opposite act of the borrowed retaliation rises and returning of the retaliations may grow the boundless certain. 

19. 

For about the brutality that cutting and of the sharing human affair of the body, if one on account of the due money the judged and is adjudged with the mores, pleases not to remember and disgusts to say. 

Indeed which is able to be seen more wild, which more diverse from the nature of the man, which because the members and the arm of the weak debtor with the most fierce mangling were being distracted, as now the goods are distracted the saleable item?" 

20. 

Then six. 

Caecilius surrounded and with the which hand Fauorinus "you you are "says "one surely in our memory not to Graia only, but Roman likewise to the thing most skilled. 

Indeed which of the philosophers to his/her/their teaching the laws so cleverly and is calloused learnedly, how the laws of a decemvirate the native you have became callous? 

21. 

But I beg with you yet, you may descend for a short time out of the races to those academic of your discussions and with the omitted eagerness, whatever is pleased, proving and seeing, you might alight more heavy, of what kind soever they may be, you have blamed which, nor therefore you may think little of the antiquities of the laws of that of your, which and with the most him/it/theirself now the people Roman will have abandoned to use. 

22. 

Indeed not surely you disregard the conveniences and the cures of the laws on behalf of the customs of the times and on behalf of the species of the State and on behalf of the accounts of the present usefulnesses and on behalf of the faults, with which to be healed it has, with the heats to be moved and to be turned nor with the one position to stop, why not, as the shapes of the sky and sea, are varied thus with the seasons of the things and chance. 

23. 

More healthful which the vision is with the proposed measure that with Stolonas the jugerum about number determined? 

More useful which with the people's resolution to Uoconius about the curbing with the inheritances of the women? 

Which so the necessity valued is to be repulsed of the countrymen to the luxury how the law Licinia and Fannia and of the other likewise the relating to expense laws? 

The everything yet these assigned to oblivion and are covered wealthy of the community as if with the certain waves of the seething. 

24. 

But indeed why to you is to be seen the rude law my of the all with the most human opinion, which orders to be given the mule to the sick person or old man into the law called? 

The words are this about the law "if into the law calls:" 

25 " . 

If the sickness or the lifetime the fault from-knows, which into the law will call, the mule with the present; 

If s/he/it will be unwilling, the covered carriage not s/he/it will spread!. 

" 26. 

Or you perhaps the sickness to be called here you think the heavy sickness with rapid fever and [quercera] and the mule to be said the some cattle single to the back bearing?

Indeed as you the retaliation, the man most well, more unjust to the little bit you have pursued hostilely and indeed not to stop you have said with the agreeable certain with the skill of the words, because to the retaliation you bear! may be not the retaliation nor the easy member may be able to be broken towards more one soon breaking, as you say you," O reciprocity." 

34. 

The truth is, O my Fauorinus, the most equal retaliation to happen O most difficult. 

But the one of ten men have lessened and to kill willing the violence of this sort beating and striking with the retaliation, there with the each fear curbing to be the men have thought nor of him/it, which might have broken the member one and might be unwilling to be agreed yet about retaliation buying back, so great to be the to be had account of the arbitration are, as, or aware is it not that ignorant might have broken, observing might think or might equalise even the retaliation in him/it even towards the ruler in the weighing a pound might weigh carefully; 

But rather same mind and same attack into same with the part of the body breaking, not they have wished to be expelled same likewise fallen, because the manner of the will might be able to be been better, the fallen blow might be able not. 

35. 

Which if thus is, as I say and as him/it/theirself had of the justice explains, the retaliations your more melodious those ebbing surely as have been more true. 

36.

37. 

Which proclamation but about the valuing injuries of the praetors more commendably you value I am unwilling to be reduced to be with this you may disregard this likewise him/it/theirself retaliation towards the valuation of the judge unavoidably usual. 

38. 

For if the plaintiff, which had been unwilling to make a bargain, was obeying not to the judge the retaliation commanding, with the valued lawsuit the judge was sentencing the man to the money, and thus, if with the plaintiff and the heavy bargain and the harsh retaliation had been seen, the strictness of the law towards the much woman of the money was returning.
