The all which the second God the wise man s/he/it is the fortunate person s/he/it is. 

The happy life the examination of the divinity s/he/it is. 

The examination of the divinity the strength of the good need s/he/it is. 

Virtue of the good need the enjoyment of the eternity s/he/it is. 

Which is after the wise age, the second God the fool is. 

From where and with the prophet: 

The fool, says, the made s/he/it is all the man from the knowledge. 

The first s/he/it is the eagerness of the knowledge to ask God, then the honour of the life with the need of the harmlessness. 

The nobody abundantly receives the prudence of God, unless whereby with all himself from to split the concern of the acts has stretched. 

From where and the script is: 

You write! the prudence in the time of the leisure and which is reduced with the act, him/her/itself will secure her/it. 

Not to the small intelligence the citadel to have reached which knows with the separate himself of God not to be able to enter. 

Then but rightly we recognise God, when him/it fully to know we refuse. 

Sometimes the certain convenes to know not. 

No but in the fault s/he/it is as the more great that which s/he/it knows not God. 

The search of the truth of the much s/he/it is to ask, but of the few s/he/it is to discover. 

They but which above the intelligence of the man are, requiring-to-be-scrutinised they are not. 

Whichsoever is above the comprehension of the man, asking is not. 

With the deliberation but with the prophet protecting is, in order that this it is believed to be with the justice which it has pleased to the divine will. 

Indeed not will be able to be the unjust which may conciliate to the just judge. 

The all prudence with the knowledge and with the conjecture stands. 

More good is but out of the knowledge the coming as out of the conjecture the opinion. 

For those truths s/he/it is, those doubts. 

About the any heap of the more great fault concerns to know which ought to follow, and to be unwilling to follow which may know. 

From where and Lord: 

The slave, says, knowing the will of his/her/their Lord, and not making the worths, has been flogged with the much blows and Jacob: 

To the knowing, s/he/it has said, good and [nonfacienti] the error is. 

The simplicity with the idleness to be called the folly, truly the simplicity with the discretion to be called the prudence. 

S/he/it is with the useful much woman to know and rightly to live. 

Because if we farewell not each, more well s/he/it is in order that well the eagerness living as much knowing we follow. 

Not to concern towards the requiring-to-be-followed supreme happiness the knowledge of the things, nor to be happy much to know, but to be great happily to live. 

The nothing to be useful to know the all discretion with the ignorance of God, and the nothing to hurt to the knowing God the ignorance of the universe. 

Fully but which knows God earlier and with that not on behalf of himself, but s/he/it knows on behalf of God. 

The nothing to hurt of the any if through the simplicity some about the elements unworthily perceives, while s/he/it may announce with the manner about God the truths. 

For although about and corporeal with the incorporeal each natures s/he/it may be unable to discuss, yet s/he/it makes the happy that with the right life with the faith. 
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2. 

About the faith. 

Not to be able to reach towards the true supreme happiness, unless through the faith; 

The happiness but to be which and s/he/it lives rightly believing well, and it guards well living the right faith. 

God if is believed, he is called upon and he is asked deservedly; 

And through this then fully s/he/it is recommended when and s/he/it is believed. 

Not the so great it s/he/it is requiring-to-be-believed which with perceiving of the meat we discern, but more also we observe which with the comprehension of the mind, it is God: 

Without the faith the nobody is able to please to God; 

Indeed all which s/he/it is not out of the faith the error s/he/it is. 

The faith by no means with the strength is extorted, but it is urged with the account and with the examples. 

With which but s/he/it is expelled violently, in them s/he/it is able to persist not: 

With the example, as the certain has said, of the young which tree if the each violently will have impressed the top, anew, while s/he/it is loosened, into it which returns had been immediately. 

So as the seasoned man with the free arbitration, separates from God with his/her/their free will, s/he/it returns towards God thus out of the own rotation of the mind believing, such as the freedom may be recognised through the own will of the arbitration, and the kindness of the gratitude through the allotment of the faith the truth. 

In the heart God considers the faith, where are able to excuse himself not the men which with the mouth imitate the declaration of the truth, and they hold fast with the heart the failure in duty of the error. 

So as the nothing makes progress the which faith with the mouth is restrained, and it is believed not with the heart, thus the nothing soon being useful faith, which with the heart is held if is advanced not with the mouth. 

Indeed about the such faith the prophet scolds thus certain saying: 

The faith has died, stolen it is about the mouth of them. 

Indeed the faith which with the heart is believed, it is advanced with the confession of the mouth towards the health. 

To be without the needs the empty faith, and in vain to himself about the only faith s/he/it flatters, which with the good needs is equipped not. 

Which carries the cross, s/he/it must to the clean custom. 

For to bring the cross, to kill it himself is: 

To bring and not to the custom, the pretence is of the actors. 

Which through the faith have the examination of God and are darkened with the needs, follow the example Balaa falling which with the need, it has had through the faith of the view the open eyes. 

The faith not on behalf of the strength the carnal minds but on behalf of the temporal convenience to ask. 

From where and Lord says: 

You ask me, not because you have seen the indications, but because you have chewed about the breads. 

Bad Christian, while lives not after the education of Gospel, also s/he/it ruins truly s/he/it tills him/her/itself which faith with the rising easy trial. 

The much with the faith only are Christian, they dissent with the true need from Christian education. 

Likewise they love not the faith of the much Christ out of the heart, but with the human terror they imitate her/it same through the hypocrisy to hold with himself, and which not openly bad are able to be, through the terror falsely the good are learned. 

The clean lovers fight sometime on behalf of the faith, and they make progress indeed with the other; 

To him/her/itself truth with the earthly love involved the supernatural matters require not, but they defend with the word only the faith. 

The certain on behalf of the faith also follow the heretics, but through the insolence them which scorn within the church are. 

Indeed they restrain the enemies of the faith on behalf of the faithlessness, but the faithful arrogances press with the bundle.

About the dearness. 

Although the some with the faith and with the sacred needs to be the sharers are seen, yet because they are deprived from the dearness of the brotherly love, the no growth of the strength they have. 

For so as the apostle has said: 

If I will have delivered my body that I burn, I will have had not the dearness, the nothing to me s/he/it is useful. 

Without the love of the dearness, although the each rightly may believe, s/he/it is able to reach not towards the supreme happiness, because is the so great strength of the dearness, as also the prophecy and the martyrdom without that the nothing they may be believed to be. 

The no prize to the dearness is weighed. 

Indeed the dearness of the all strengths maintains the rule. 

From where and the dearness from the apostle is said the chain of the completion, there because the whole strengths of him/it to the chain may be moored. 

The love of God with the death is prepared, with the saying David: 

Strong s/he/it is as the death the love, therefore because so as the death violently divides the soul from the body, thus and the love of God violently removes the man from the worldly person and with the carnal thing with the love. 

Which scorns the teachings of God, s/he/it esteems not God. 

Nor indeed we esteem the king, if to the hatred we have the laws of him/it. 

Is with the sacred men the requiring-to-be-held unity of the dearness, and it subtracts how much with each clean himself, with the so great the need s/he/it is that with himself the partnership of the good s/he/it joins. 
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Ah. 

The dearness in the love of God and of the neighbour is agreed. 

S/he/it protects but in himself the love of God, which from the dearness is divided not most nearest. 
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[b]. 

Which from the brotherly society is separated, s/he/it is deprived from the participation of the divine dearness. 

Nor will be able to err God to esteem which is learned in most nearest the love.

Christ God and the man: 

Therefore s/he/it esteems not the whole Christ, which hates the man. 

Of the good of the seeing s/he/it is not you resound to hate but the faults, and rightly said on behalf of the falsehoods not to scorn, but to approve. 

Which are unfinished in the love of God, often with the faults they dispose to be divided; 

But with the weight of the faults heavy, turned back towards those faults which they choose they are rolled back to relinquish.

About the hope. 

Which badly to conduct stop not, they require with the empty hope [indugentiam] about the responsibility of God; 

As rightly they might ask if from crooked act they were resting. 

Fearing s/he/it is greatly as nor through the hope to the favour as God s/he/it promises steadfastly we may sin, nor, because s/he/it detains justly the errors, I will come we may despair; 

But to both places with the shunned danger, and from the bad we may avoid and about the responsibility of God I will come we may expect. 

Obviously the all just with the hope and with the fear shines, because now the hope raises that towards the joy, now towards the fear the terror of the hell adjudges. 
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5. 

About the gratitude. 

Sometimes with the sinning us God withdraws not his/her/their gifts, in order that towards the hope of the divine atonement the human mind rises. 

For s/he/it may be able to scorn not turning, s/he/it challenges sinning which with his/her/their kindnesses towards himself to return. 

The confession of the man not to be of the human strength; 

For if God labours the confession of the good need not in us, he is said why through the prophet: 

The confession and the greatness the need of him/it? 

Indeed from that with us the all good, with the coming before gratitude, they are presented. 

For the nothing of the good need we have given, through which we might be merited to take the confession of the faith. 

The progress of the man the gift of God s/he/it is. 

Nor from any himself s/he/it is able, but from Lord to be corrected. 

Indeed not own the man has any of the good, the way is of which not of him/it, with the testifying prophet: 

I know, O Lord, because not the way is of the man of him/it; 

Nor of the man s/he/it is in order that s/he/it walks his/her/their goings and s/he/it directs. 

The defenders of the free arbitration the nothing to be able to prevail into the good with his/her/their strength may know, unless the divine gratitude are supported with the help. 

From where and through the prophet Lord says: 

Your destruction, O Israel; 

Only in me your assistance, might say as if "in order that you die with your merit; 

In order that you have leaped with my assistance." 

Cannot safely sentence-translate one word!

Ah. 

The merit of the man the heavenly gratitude not in order that has discovered comes, but after it makes it will have came, and towards the unworthy mind coming, s/he/it may reward s/he/it makes the which merit in her/it, which only s/he/it had discovered which s/he/it might punish. 

Indeed that the robber has merited which out of himself, which about the pharynxes has climbed the cross, s/he/it has approached about the cross Paradise? 

Indeed the plaintiff that, and with the brotherly blood bloody comes, but the divine gratitude in the cross is moved. 
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[b]. 

Which knowing and s/he/it may be our justice in these which rightly we conduct and with the gratitude of God there which we may be merited her/it. 

Indeed this and of the giving God and is of the taking man, so as and we say our bread, yet we demand to take which from God. 

The spiritual gratitude not with the all is distributed, but it is presented only with the chosen: 

Indeed not of the all the faith is. 

As s/he/it is permitted although the most undertake, they follow not yet the need of the faith. 

In the diverse division of the gifts the services of the diverse God secure; 

Yet not they are relinquished of the one in all respects, in order that is on behalf of the eagerness of the lowliness which other admires in the other. 

For the others towards the one are beaten which in Ezechielus of the animals of the wing, the strengths are described with the borrowed himself with the disposition of the saints challenging, and with the alternate example reciprocally with himself of the educating. 

The services of the gratitude elsewhere that, with the other true those are presented, nor s/he/it is given thus to have to the one, in order that need not the others. 

To be able to happen not the doubt s/he/it is as certain these precede which with the excellence of the strengths, the sudden gratitude of God came before they may come before certain with the gain of the inviolability; 

And while with the rotation last they may be, suddenly the firsts are effected with the height of the strength. 

While the each takes some gift, may desire not further which has merited, not, while the duty of the one member feels to seize, it may ruin it which it has merited.

We may use therefore most well the divine kindnesses inasmuch and s/he/it may displease not to have given God, and with us to have taken useful s/he/it may be. 

To steal God is said the some gift to the man, the man has had not which, it he is which he has merited to take not. 

Thus and God is said to persist the man, not making of him/it the hardness, but not him/her/itself has suckled her/it as to the requiring-to-be-stolen himself. 

Not otherwise and God is said to blind certain, not in order that in them her/it same him/her/itself makes the blindness, but because on behalf of with the useless merits of them him/her/itself may steal not the blindness of them from them. 

And with the most the gifts of God are given, truly the steadfastness of the gift is given not. 

And thence s/he/it is which certain the good beginnings have of the rotation, up to the true evil they are closed.

So as the man disregards the boundary of the light and of the darknesses, even which boundary of the each thing is, s/he is darkened thus more abundantly s/he knows not which before his/her/their boundary with the light of the justice s/he is came before even which with the darknesses of the sinned all the way into the boundary pigs, or inverted which after the gliding of the darknesses may appear again towards the light. 

The these all with God extend, they lie hidden to the true man. 

Although the familiarity of the justices in this life is commendable, yet with the men to be towards uncertain which the boundary predestined they may be, but in all respects to be reserved to the future swarm. 

The wonderful arrangement s/he/it is through which of the heavenly division the just this s/he/it is justified further, wicked further it is polluted; 

The bad towards the good sometime is turned, the good towards the bad sometime is bent back. 

Which good is willing to be, and he farewells not; 

The bad other is willing to be and is relinquished not to perish; 

Is given to him/it which good is willing to be; 

The other neither s/he/it is willing nor s/he/it is given to him/it in order that the good s/he/it is. 

That is born in the error and dies; 

That in good which begins all the way into the boundary lasts long. 

So long that stands until what time may fall; 

That by day badly in the requiring-to-be-lived boundary s/he/it is saved and the regard s/he/it is turned. 

Just s/he/it is willing to be useful in the good, nor s/he/it prevails; 

Bad is willing to harm, and s/he/it farewells; 

That is willing to be empty with God, and s/he/it is hindered with the age; 

That with the toils wishes to be involved nor completes.

About which s/he/it is said: 

The power is of the such skies. 

The nobody may be is able to weigh carefully in the justice of the how great weight, even with the ray of the how great brightness the justice may shine bright, unless which earlier with the whole pressure of the mind is turned towards God, s/he/it is illuminated inasmuch with him/her/itself which light, and s/he/it may recognise his/her/their foulness, and may understand not the which light with the blind heart was considering. 

Then but [inadtingibilem] to be able to be understood the justice, while the each to follow inverted will have felt her/it, because the light is understood not unless when is seen. 

The which judgement in the power of the man s/he/it stands of the rotation s/he/it is the gratitude through which we in person ourselfs we judge, when crying the bad our we punish and with the good which out of God with us it is more solid we cling. 

S/he/it is divided to be the three-fold progress of inverted which one, it is first from the bad correcting, after the good making, the third the good following you cover the prize. 

For which has said with the prophet: 

You loosen! the suppressing bunches, of the evil the correction is. 

Truly which has added: 

You break! your bread with the hungry person, of the good need the act is. 

In that truth which subdues: 

Then the early your light will erupt, of the good need the retribution is; 

Therefore the good makes progress not to make, unless the corrected will have been evil, nor the any towards the view of God it will be able to make progress unless with himself the earlier time in the good it has desired to exercise to the acts. 

With the much manners God the men s/he/it frightens in order that even late are turned, and thence more they may redden because so long awaited they are in order that they were returning. 

For now with the threats, now Plagius, shakes violently now with the revelations certain, in order that excited which with the will disdain to be turned with the terrors are corrected. 

And the most out of the only devotion of the mind are turned towards God, the some with the truth with the blows are turned the compressed which out of the devotion were being turned not near the chapter of the saying psalm: 

In the bridle and with the necklace you will confine the jaws of them, which approach not towards you. 

And most but, while they are turned not with the devotion, the blows with the goads are hit; 

Yet which nor perceive under the lash in order that are corrected while, so as Egypt which and s/he/it has given the penalties and s/he/it has been unable to correct. 

Indeed about the such the prophet has said: 

You have beaten them and they have hurt not; 

You have chafed the teaching and they have refused to undertake. 

The gentile of the several man with the ecstasy of the mind swelling, afterwards inverted towards God, the pious obedience they follow Christ, and which before with the worldly height were swelling, they change afterwards him/her/itself ecstasy in the eagerness of the lowliness. 
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Ah. 

Are the certain which now apart are turned, the rotation of which, because proceeds not towards the public officer, at the human valuation the such have been, the such are thought hitherto to be; 

Yet now in the eyes of God they have risen. 
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[b]. 

Likewise the certain hitherto with the human judgement are sifted to stand, they have fallen yet now in the eyes of God. 

The much at the men are base, and at God of the choice; 

And likewise the chosen much at the men are thought, and at God base they arise, with teaching David: 

I have seen, s/he/it says, the wicked graves, which when were surviving, in sacred place they were being, and they were being recommended in the community as if of the just needs. 

The nobody may think therefore chosen himself, lest perhaps now at God base he is.

About the first beginnings of the inverted.

Indeed the perfect the dearness with the markets sends the fear, which but has fears the penalty and not completed is. 

From where and the apostle: 

Indeed not you have taken the breath of the slavery again in the fear, but you have taken the breath of the adoption, through where of course now not the penalty of the error presses together the slaves, but the love to the justice returns free. 

Necessary is with the all inverted in order that must to rise after the fear towards the dearness of God as if the son, lest lies always under the fear as if the slave. 

Indeed then we have showed the love of our rotation if anew as we esteem the father which earlier with the servile mind truly as we were dreading Lord. 

The requiring-to-be-refreshed first beginnings of the inverted are with the flattering manners, not, if they begin from the severity, the terrified towards the ancestors may return glidings. 

Indeed which educates turning without the smoothness, s/he/it knows to correct to roughen rather which. 

The turned each before from the need is requiring-to-be-corrected, truly afterwards from the thinking, in order that the earlier time s/he/it curbs the crooked act, then the desired and failed, which now in the need appears not, s/he/it may last long in the thinking by no means. 

The all new the rotation hitherto to the former life s/he/it has the mixture: 

Therefore by no means she/it the strength towards the eyes of the men must to proceed, while the old familiarity utterly from the mind may be rooted out. 

Whichsoever out of the more low now to be more good may beware begins about the receipts to be raised to the strengths, lest through the empty glory falls down as the more heavy earlier time was lying through the gliding of the faults.

So as the people Israel with the more heavy load from Aegytius is pressed, while through Moses to that the divine examination is uncovered. 

Indeed the faults before the rotation have as if the peace in the man; 

When but they are expelled, with the more sharp strength they rise. 

Happen but the unfriendly which to the inverted wrong-doer successfully were flattering; 

And likewise happen the flattering opposite which to the inverted wrong-doer have stood out. 

The slave out of the recollection of the past needs has the much clashs of God; 

And the much after the rotation also being unwilling support moving of the desire, they bear not yet which towards the condemnation, but towards the approval, of course in order that they have always, on behalf of the requiring-to-be-discarded ignorance, they may pause the enemy to which, while they may agree not with the manner.

Which if s/he/it will have been wakeful from the numbness of the mind she/it s/he/it was valuing trivial which, s/he/it becomes scared immediately as if the horrible and fierce. 

The fraud and the indolence in all good need is requiring-to-be-dreaded. 

We make the fraud with God how often about the good our need we in person ourselfs, not we recommend God. 

The indolence we conduct how often through the numbness faintly they which of God are we labour. 

The all skill of this age has the active lovers, and towards performing most prepared; 

And this hence happens because has the present recompense of his/her/their need. 

Truly the skill of the divine fear and has the most faint followers, warm, with the ignorance of the sloth frozen; 

But with this hence because the effort of them not on behalf of the present circumstance, but is delayed on behalf of the future recompense: 

And therefore while the retribution of the pay not at once follows the effort of them, with the loose hope with the penis they become faint. 

From where and the glory of those s/he/it is prepared whereby the great beginnings of the good rotation of the life with the more solid increase add, and there towards requiring-to-be-deserved retribution more clear are prepared where more firm the efforts of the hard journey and begin and add. 

The certain with the first with the heat of the rotation towards the strengths equip himself; 

With the approaching truth with the advance, while extravagantly with the earthly things they lean forward, with the dust the most lows appetites are darkened. 

From where and Lord about the good seed-germs says: 

Which but has chopped in the spines, these are which hear the word of God, and with the anxiety of the age, even with the deceit of the wealth they strangle the word, and s/he/it is effected without the enjoyment. 

Recently inverted by no means they must to be carried in more outer concerns. 

For if they are involved immediately, as if the formed small tree and not yet with the set in front root, they are shook violently equally and they wither. 

The change of the place farewells sometimes to the inverted on behalf of the health of the soul. 

Indeed generally, while the place is moved, is moved and the disposition of the mind. 

Indeed agreeing s/he/it is thence also carnally to be pulled out, where with the each allurements s/he/it has served; 

For the each place where crookedly has lived, this in the appearance of the mind it places opposite which always there even it has thought or it has borne.

For the rest besides the examples of the perfectors, the customs of the beginning are able to make progress not about well living. 

Base but not the lessons of the good attend which may imitate towards the more good, but display to himself the examples which may use about the perverseness of his/her/their of the bad customs into the more bad. 

On account of this usefulness the falls and the restorations of the saints are written, in order that they make of the human health the hope, lest the any after the gliding displeasing despairs the favour, while s/he/it observes the restoration of the saints to have been also after the fall. 

Devoted towards which usefulness of sacred them may know with the shame the examples may be displayed, of course as or they may be which they may imitate towards the restoration, or surely out of the construction of them more hard about disobedient they may be punished. 

Therefore the strengths of the saints towards our example God s/he/it has displayed as how much about the imitation of them the justices are able to be collected the prizes with us, with the so great about the steadfastness the bad are the more heavy windlasses. 

If indeed towards the incentive of the good with which we were being admonished the divine teachings were lacking, on behalf of the law with us the examples of the saints might provide. 

But against, while and God may admonish us with his/her/their teachings and may display with us of the life of the saints of the good need the examples, is now about the accusation the no excuse, because and the law of God daily it beats our ears and the inmost lessons of the good makers of our heart challenge. 

And if of the crooked often we have followed the examples, why we may imitate not the worths of the saints, and with God the pleasing facts? 

And if we have been reached to imitate unjust into the bad, why we are lazy to imitate just into the good? 

Is requiring-to-be-begged God, as he has prepared towards the crown the which strengths with the saints, with us towards the progress placed they may be, not towards the penalty. 

They will make progress but towards our progress, if so many we have wished to imitate the examples of the strengths. 

Surely if with her/it rather avoided as we have been imitated, towards our condemnation they will be, because we have disregarded to satisfy them gathering. 

The much imitate the life of the saints and accept about the customs of one another the copy of the strength, as if the likeness which anyone is stretched, and about the likeness of him/it the decorated appearance may be formed; 

And thus s/he/it happens towards the likeness the like that which towards the likeness s/he/it lives of the likeness. 

Which imitates the sacred man, as if the some model considers, and with himself in that, as if in the mirror, s/he/it pre-looks at, in order that adds which to lack of the strength recognises. 

Indeed less the man out of it himself examines it himself, but while he has stretched the other, it adds more small which is of the light. 

S/he/it is now of the perfect men not which anyone of the saints imitating, but him/her/itself truth considering, towards likeness of which made they are, the justice to labour. 

This s/he/it indicates which s/he/it is written: 

We may make the man towards the likeness and our likeness, because him/her/itself understanding s/he/it imitates the divinity about of which made s/he/it is the likeness. 

That therefore is so great that needs not the man indicator of the justice, but s/he/it may imitate him/her/itself observing the justice. 

The man is built the examples of the saints with which, to seek the different strengths: 

Out of Christ of the lowliness, out of Peter of the devotion, out of John of the dearness, about of the obedience Abraha, about of the endurance [Isaac], about of the patience [Iacob], about of the chastity [Ioseph], about Moses of the tameness, about Iosu of the perseverance, about of the kindness [Samuhel], about of the pity David, the abstinences about [Danihel], thus and the other facts of the ancestors with which effort, with which rudder, or they may be borne where with the straining or with the puncture, the sacred man imitating examines. 
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12. 

About the puncture of the heart. 

With Conpunctius the lowliness is with the late-born chins with the tears, emerging about the recollection of the error and with the fear of the judgement. 

That s/he/it is to the inverted more perfect the affection of the puncture, which all from himself the disposition of the carnal longings it repels, and it fastens his/her/their straining of the mind with the whole eagerness into the view of God. 

To be the twin puncture with which near God the soul is affected to the each of the choice, it is even while the bad of his/her/their needs it examines, even while s/he/it sighs with the longing to the eternal life. 

Four to be the characters of the affections with which the mind is pricked of the justice with the healthful weariness, this is with the memory of the past deeds, the recollection of the future penalties, the gaze of his/her/their travelling in the distance of this life, the longing to the heavenly Fatherland, may farewell to reach inasmuch towards her/it the sooner. 

The each memory of the errors is pricked towards the wailings, then the present may know to be visited himself of God, when out of it which it cultivates afresh to have admitted himself more within it reddens, and s/he/it punishes with his/her/their requiring-to-be-displeased judgement now. 

For then Peter has cried, when into him/it Christ has considered. 

From where and the psalm: 

S/he/it has considered, s/he/it says, and displaced s/he/it is, and the land has shook. 

The goings are of God, into the heart of the man, the more interior strength, which good the longings rise in order that the evils are spurned. 

When therefore those in the heart of the man happen, knowing is then to be God through the present gratitude to the human heart; 

From where himself then more the man towards the puncture must to whet when perceives and God more within labouring. 

Where the mind of the just man out of the true puncture may be snatched, and as with the weakened it may be returned size of the tasted light, that to be able to know whereby now some thence has tasted. 

Are which not out of the true puncture of the heart his/her/their accusers happen, but only towards this to be with himself the wrong-doers assign, in order that they discover of the inviolability out of the feigned lowliness of the confession the place. 
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13. 

About the confession of the errors and displeasing. 

Out of it each one to be the just begins, out of which the accuser of his/her/their will have stood out. 

The much but admit out of against those himself wrong-doers, and they subtract not yet him/it himself from the error. 

Now to the justice the great part s/he/it is him/it himself to know the man which s/he/it is crooked, in order that he is supplied more abjectly out of it to the divine strength, s/he/it recognises out of which his/her/their weakness. 

Well just in this life s/he/it judges himself, lest s/he/it is judged from God with the continuous condemnation. 

Then but the judgement about each himself accepts, when through the worthy repentance his/her/their crooked made condemns. 

The bitterness to the repentance s/he/it makes the mind and his/her/their made more finely to shatter and which s/he/it has scorned the gifts of God crying to recall. 

The nothing but more badly which fault to recognise, nor to cry bitterly. 

The all wrong-doer must to have the twofold weeping in the repentance, or because through the heedlessness the good has made not, or because the bad through the boldness has carried through. 

Indeed which has ought has borne not, and has borne which has ought to conduct not. 

That worthily conducts the repentance, which strikes his/her/their accusation with the lawful penalty, condemning of course and weeping which has borne, with the so great in weeping more excessive, s/he/it has stood out in sinning more downwards how much. 

That worthily conducts the repentance, which thus the past weeps evils in order that future again entrusts not. 

For which strikes the error, and again the error admits, as if which washes the raw brick, more s/he/it will have washed which how much, with the so great the more great mud makes. 

Although is the each wrong-doer and wicked, if towards the repentance he is turned, to be able to follow s/he/it is believed the favour. 

Indeed the nobody about the goodness of God may doubt, but the only viciousness of the taking to be collected to himself denies the leniency. 

In this life just as much of the repentance the freedom extends; 

Truly after the no death of the amendment to be the freedom. 

From where and Lord says: 

With me the work of him/it s/he/it ought to labour which with me s/he/it has sent while the day s/he/it is; 

S/he/it will go for sale but the night when the nobody s/he/it is able to labour. 

Hence and with the prophet: 

O given, s/he/it says, with Lord your God the glory before [contenebrescat]; 

It is: 

Before the eternal death may come before, in this life while you are, you glorify! God through the repentance. 

Hitherto in this age the pity of God has rescued the repentance with the labouring. 

In the future but now we labour not, but we put the account of our needs. 

Through it are deteriorated generally the enemies, they take through where through the endurance of requiring-to-be-corrected God the space; 

requiring-to-be-lived those use not foolish which towards the repentance, but they use about sinning the boldness. 

From the bad but into the more low s/he/it rushes, which the time to himself towards the repentance granted towards the freedom of the crooked need s/he/it uses. 

Each one must to hasten towards God displeasing while is able, lest if while s/he/it will have been unwilling s/he/it is able, when s/he/it will have wished slowly entirely s/he/it is able not. 

Hence the prophet has said: 

You ask! Lord while s/he/it is able to be discovered; 

You call! upon him/it while near s/he/it is. 

And where s/he/it is able to be discovered, unless in this life in which also and near s/he/it is with the all calling upon with himself? 

For then now afar s/he/it will be, when s/he/it will have said: 

You go! into the eternal fire. 

Indeed with the manner s/he/it is seen not, and near s/he/it is; 

Then s/he/it will be seen, and s/he/it will be near not, because and s/he/it will be able to be seen, and s/he/it will be able to be discovered not. 

If, when the each is able to sin, s/he/it displeases and living from the all indictment s/he/it corrects his/her/their life, not the doubt dying which towards s/he/it may cross the eternal rest. 

Which but conducts with the requiring-to-be-lived danger crookedly the repentance in of the death, so as the condemnation of him/it is the uncertain, thus the doubtful abating. 

Which therefore to be reliable wishes in the death about the leniency, sound s/he/it may displease, and sound s/he/it may erase the carried through deeds. 

They are which with the displeasing the security quickly they may promise. 

To which well through the prophet s/he/it is said: 

Daughters my peoples with the disgrace look after the grief, saying "the peace "and not the peace is. 

With the disgrace therefore which sinning looks after the grief and promises not lawfully with the displeasing the security. 

From where and s/he/it follows: 

The combined are which have made the aversion, it is, combined they are not displeasing, but the penalties paying. 

Indeed otherwise the plaintiff is combined personally the judge while is buffeted, and otherwise which about the bad need reddening is corrected. 

Indeed that because blamed is, s/he/it is combined; 

That, because is mentioned to have made bad himself. 

Although through the repentance the atonement is of the errors, yet without the fear the man must to be not, because the penalty of the repentance only is weighed with the divine judgement, not with the human affair. 

Hence, because the pity of God is hidden, without the intermission to cry necessary it is. 

Nor indeed at any time s/he/it ought to have the displeasing about the errors the security. 

For the security bears the heedlessness, the heedlessness but often incautious towards the transacted faults restores. 

While through the repentance the expelled will have been from the man the faults, if perhaps after these, with the intervening security, which anyone the fault s/he/it will have creeped immediately the former delights of the faults the mind more greedily creep into, and beating they drag through the man in the accustomed needs more heavy, thus that are the more bad rears of that with the ancestors. 
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14. 

About the desperation of the sinning. 

Not through the spaces of the places, but through the good disposition even bad is gone or is receded from God. 

Nor indeed with the going of the feet, but with the going of the customs we withdraw or we bring near towards God. 

To carry through the some shame the death of the soul s/he/it is; 

To scorn the repentance and to last into the fault they have dismounted into the lower region after the death s/he/it is. 

Therefore to sin towards the death s/he/it concerns, truly to despair into the shade they have dismounted. 

From where and the writing has said: 

Wicked, while into the abyss of the evils s/he/it will have came, s/he/it scorns. 

Often the devil observes them which to be turned towards the repentance, he escorts with the brutality of the crimes struck towards the desperation, as, with the subtracted hope of the favour, s/he/it has been able to restrain not steadfastly into the fault s/he/it may draw which into the mistrust. 

But the displeasing must to foresee against crafty himself the enemy the ambushes; 

And thus s/he/it may fear the justice of God as yet, although in the great crimes, about the pity of him/it s/he/it may believe. 

Further God about desperate soul rejoices and sometime inverted, as about her/it ruined which at no time has stood out. 

So as about the wasteful son, which corpse had been, and it has lived again, s/he/it had died and discovered s/he/it is, about the return of which the great joy of the father happens. 

Not otherwise personally God and with the angels more plentiful to be the joy about it which is freed from the danger, as about it which at no time s/he/it knows sinned the danger. 

Indeed how much the ruined thing saddens, with the so great more, if discovered s/he/it will have been, s/he/it delights. 

So as in Gospel the shepherd that s/he/it exults joyful which s/he/it reports the ruined discovered sheep with his/her/their upper arms. 

The nobody must to despair the favour even if may be turned around the boundary to the life towards the repentance. 

Indeed each one God about his/her/their boundary, judges not with the past life. 

Obviously this and s/he/it is taught well you gather with the testimony because the man about his/her/their O dire s/he/it may be justified, when God on behalf of has ordered to be offered the birth-rights of the ass the sheep, this is the requiring-to-be-moved dirtiness of the more ahead life into the harmlessness of the good boundary. 

From where and the tail is ordered to be offered into the victim, it is most outer of the life into the repentance. 

The much considered the heavenly gratitude in his/her/their limits towards God are returned through the repentance and purge the whichever evils have borne with the daily weepings, and in the good facts badly the deeds change, they had failed to which justly the whole which is pardoned, because themselves badly have borne which displeasing recognise. 

In the life of the man the boundary is requiring-to-be-asked, because God considers before we have lived not such, but such around the boundary of the life we will be. 
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15. 

About these which from God are abandoned. 

With abandoning God, the nobody to displease; 

With considering God each one his/her/their facts to see and to strike, and from where it has fallen to think. 

The some but are disdained from God thus, in order that his/her/their evils are able to weep not, also if they wish. 

This is of the deliberation of the dirty breaths, as because to themselves denied s/he/it is after the collusion to return towards the justice, to bolt the repentances with the men may wish the approach, lest even themselves return towards God, and they stretch to have those associates in the destruction, with the whichever frauds pursuing as or they may be abandoned from God, or they may despair with the brutality of the whip. 

Groaning is continually, and with the neglected security, mourning not with the secret and with the justice of God with the judgement s/he/it is abandoned the man, and requiring-to-be-ruined in the power of the demons he may be relinquished. 

For actually, God abandons which, the demons undertake. 

Lord's anticipated despisers, at once as they are averted from God, they are occupied from the spiteful breaths, from which also in order that are persuaded the bad make. 

Hence is the prophetic that: 

The darknesses pursue the enemies of God, which are understood the demons. 

From where and in the psalm s/he/it is gathered: 

The insertions through the bad angels. 

The certain in the power of the base demons of God with the hidden judgement and are reduced with the most just, with testifying Esaia: 

Himself has sent the fate and the hands of him/it to them has divided to them her/it into the measure, all the way into the eternal they will seize her/it. 

The certain of the choosers are dismissed the divine cessation of laws to advance into the error of the error, but they are turned yet with the pity of secluded him/it anew. 

Indeed about the such through the prophet Lord speaks: 

And I have dismissed him/it, and I have restored him/it, and I have returned the consolation. 

Sometimes also the returning God had abandoned the which man turned back overthrowing visits, and he cleanses through the wailings of the tears and of the repentance the pain from the errors, with the saying [Iob] towards God: 

Near the arrogance, s/he/it has said, as if you will capture the lioness with me, and returned you torment marvellously me. 

Indeed the returning God torments the man had abandoned when sinning which flogging again visits. 

With the bad acts against further by no means we must to challenge the heavenly irascibility; 

Why not rather, if the worths with the requiring-to-be-displeased God conducted we have borne, we will change the strictness of him/it into the mercy. 

For that which s/he/it bears bad us, not the doubt s/he/it is which s/he/it may pardon to the inverted leniently. 

For which is protected the time of the repentance with us, in order that not likewise with the steep death we are overwhelmed, but the place of the penalty may be given to us, the whole this about of God proceeds with the mercy, in order that s/he/it sentences not cruelly us, but s/he/it may await towards the repentance patiently. 
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16. 

About these which towards the fault after the tears are returned. 

The in-one who laughs is, not displeasing, displeases which hitherto conducts which, nor subordinate s/he/it is seen God to ask, but to mock arrogant. 

The returned dog about the vomited and displeasing towards the error. 

Indeed the much incessantly pour the tears, and they abandon not to sin. 

Certain to take the tears towards the repentance and the execution of the repentance not to have, because with the fickleness of the mind now with the recollection of the error they pour the tears, truly now, with the coming to life again use, they which have cried repeating entrust. 

Which and is willing to strike the pasts, and with the gentile acts to lie on, that has not the purification. 

Because hitherto conducts which displeasing may be able to cry bitterly. 
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Ah. 

S/he/it says Esaias to the wrong-doers: 

You are washed, of the universe you will be!; 

S/he/it is washed therefore and the universe s/he/it is which and disregarded s/he/it strikes and requiring-to-be-cried again s/he/it admits not. 

S/he/it is washed and s/he/it is not the which universe s/he/it strikes which s/he/it has borne nor s/he/it will have abandoned, and after the tears she/it which it had cried it repeats. 

Thus finally and elsewhere the displeasing soul and again failing the divine conversation rebukes saying: 

As you are cheap made exceedingly, repeating your ways. 

Whichsoever laments therefore the past faults, s/he/it is this necessary the manner s/he/it may hold, in order that thus admitted s/he/it cries bitterly, not again requiring-to-be-cried you arrange!? 
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S/he/it may send. 

Cannot safely sentence-translate one word!

[b]. 

Alas to me, with the poor Isidorus, which and to displease backwards I disregard the acts, and hitherto requiring-to-be-displeased I entrust! 
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17. 

About the error. 

With the two manners the error is entrusted, it is or with the strength of the enthusiasm, or with the fear of the fear, while even the each s/he/it is willing to gain which s/he/it wishes, fears even not meets which fears. 

Four manners the error in the heart is entrusted, it is carried through four and with the need. 

S/he/it is admitted in the heart with the suggestion of the demons, with the delight of the meat, with the agreement of the mind, with the defence of the ecstasy; 

S/he/it is entrusted with the need now secretly, now openly, now with the habit, now with the desperation. 

With those therefore with the steps and with the heart s/he/it is failed, and with the need the wickedness is carried through. 

With the three manners the error is borne, this is with the ignorance, with the weakness, with the diligence, with the danger but with the diverse of the penalties. 

Of the ignorance insomuch as with the manner Eve has sinned in Paradise, so as the apostle has said: 

The man is not distant, the woman but in the distant collusion has been. 

Therefore Eve has sinned with the ignorance, truly Adam the diligence, because not distant, but the knowing and aware has sinned; 

Truly which s/he/it is led away which s/he/it may agree clearly s/he/it disregards. 

About the weakness but Peter has failed, he has denied when towards the fear of the asking slave-girl Christ; 

From where and after the error most with bitterness s/he/it has cried. 

Is more heavy with the weakness as the ignorance any to fail; 

And more heavy as with the industrious weakness to sin. 

The diligence insomuch as s/he/it sins whereby with the eagerness and with the deliberation of the mind the bad s/he/it conducts; 

With the weakness but which with the fall or with the destruction fails. 

More wicked but and about the diligence sin which not only not well live, but hitherto and well living, if they are able, they separate from the truth. 

Indeed are which ignorantly sin and are which expertly. 

Are also and which on behalf of the excuse of the ignorance are unwilling to know in order that less reprehensible are had; 

Yet which fortify not him/it himself, but they cheat more. 

To know not simply towards the ignorance s/he/it concerns; 

Truly to have been unwilling to know towards the proud arrogance. 

Obviously the will of the own Lord to wish to know not, other which is how to wish to scorn Lord show priding? 

The nobody therefore about the ignorance s/he/it may excuse himself because God not the ground s/he/it judges them which from his/her/their examination return, but also and which have known not those, with the testifying same Lord through the prophet: 

I will destroy, s/he/it has said, the men from the shape the lands, and which are averted them after the back of Lord, and which have asked not Lord, nor they have investigated him/it. 

And the psalm: 

You shed!, s/he/it says, which with you know not your anger into the tribes. 

Cannot safely sentence-translate one word!

18. 

About the more trivial errors. 

The much are able to have the life without the indictment, they are able not without the error. 

For although in this age of the justice the each with the great clarity may shine brightly, s/he/it misses yet at no time towards the clear sky of the errors with the filth, with John confirming apostle which has said: 

If we have said because we have not the error, to him/her/itself we lead away and the truth s/he/it is in us not. 

The certain are made with the errors the comparisons, but if they happen with the good mind, not the errors are: 

As the power, if not himself with the enthusiasm avenging, but may avenge into the plaintiff more with the eagerness correcting. 

Likewise are the trivial errors which are purged from the beginning with the daily penalty, yet which from the perfect men, just as the great indictments are shunned. 

Which but the men about the great crimes must to conduct, when also perfect the trivial each the most heavy faults as if mourn? 

Not only heavy, but are requiring-to-be-bewared trivial errors. 

Indeed with the grand much woman trivial one they effect, so as the immeasurable rivers are accustomed to emerge with the small and most small with the drops. 

Indeed the compressed numerosity into the single the gushing forth effects the plenty. 

The which errors with the beginning are trivial, with the perfect men heavy they are cut away. 

Indeed with the so great to be the more great error is recognised, it is had how much the ancestor which it sins. 

Indeed s/he/it emerges the heap near the rank of the fault of the merits, and often which to the minors is pardoned, s/he/it is imputed with the more great. 
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19. 

About the more heavy errors. 

With the trial of the more small errors to be entrusted the more great errors, in order that are hit on behalf of the great small crimes more hard which about have been unwilling to be corrected. 

With the judgement but in with the divine more wicked accusation slip which to detain the more small his/her/their scorn the facts. 

The much from the indictment in the indictment fall down, which, the examination of God having, they disregard the fear of him/it, and they know through the knowledge which, they adore not through the act. 

And therefore they are blinded with the divine judgement requiring-to-be-punished to entrust, and into the penalty of the entrusted deed the deed [detenus] to add. 

Often the more one error of the error the cause s/he/it is; 

Which when is entrusted, other out of him/her/itself as if his/her/their shoot s/he/it rises, it is accustomed to be born to happen so as the desire out of the excessive gullet of the stomach. 

Truly the penalty of the error the error s/he/it is admitted, when on behalf of the merit of the each error, with abandoning God, s/he/it is gone into the other more low error, may be polluted about which further which will have admitted. 

Therefore the preceding error the cause s/he/it is of the following error, truly the following the error with the penalty it has of the preceding fault. 

Preceding therefore the sinned they are the cause of the following indictments, in order that those which follow are Carthaginian of the preceding. 

The penalty him/her/itself of the preceding errors s/he/it is called the coming harden-ing about the divine justice. 

Hence s/he/it is which the prophet s/he/it has said: 

You have hardened our heart, lest we were fearing you; 

Nor indeed while the whichever are the just, from God they are driven, in order that the bad happen; 

But while the bad are now, they are hardened in order that more low they arise, so as and the apostle says: 

Because they have received not the truth of God, in order that I have leaped they were happening, God has inserted the breath of the error with those. 

Therefore God makes certain to sin, but in which now the such errors have preceded, in order that they merit in [detenus] to go with the just judgement of him/it. 

Obviously the such the errors with the preceding others with the errors collapse into Carthaginian which sinned are merited. 

About the anger of God the certain errors come, which on behalf of the merit are balanced of the others errors. 

From where and with the prophet: 

Behold, s/he/it says, you are the angry and we have sinned, in themselves we have been always, as if s/he/it was saying: 

Because always in the errors we have been, you have got angry in order that worse we were sinning. 

Indeed which may be the anger of God to be merited, truly which to challenge, the aware reader must to know. 

More heavy insomuch as s/he/it is the which anger s/he/it is challenged as she/it which s/he/it is merited. 

For we are merited, when disregarding we sin; 

We challenge, when we know the good to make, nor we wish. 

Now the anger of God, while we live, we are able to avoid. 

We may fear therefore not with the coming that terror of the judgement, s/he/it may be able to be perceived, s/he/it may be able to be avoided not. 
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20. 

About and hidden the detected errors. 

S/he/it is of the more great fault palpably as secretly to sin. 

Indeed doubly the plaintiff s/he/it is which s/he/it fails openly, because and he conducts and he teaches. 

About the such s/he/it says Esaias: 

And the sinned his/her/their, as if with Sodoma they have proclaimed, nor they have hidden. 

Indeed the much publicly failing, without the any decency his/her/their shames proclaim, nor they use the any shame of the crime. 

Indeed now the certain justices the part s/he/it is his/her/their unfairness to the man to hide, and in it himself about own errors to redden. 

The sinned to carry through the indictment is, sinned to proclaim the shout it is about which also the apostle it says: 

And the shout may be stolen from you with the all wickedness, it is with themselves errors. 

Out of it with him/her/itself where the each conducts the which error has hidden, of the judgement now to be of the signs, because s/he/it is reddened not unless about the accusation of the conscience. 

Therefore out of this him/her/itself because about his/her/their fact the each him/her/itself to himself now s/he/it reddens the judge s/he/it happens. 
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21. 

About the love of the error. 

The other is not to sin with the love of the love of God, other with the fear of the punishment. 

Indeed which with the love of the dearness of God sins not, the all evil dreads, surrounding of the justice the good, nor him/it delights sinned, also if the impunity of the crime is promised. 

Truly which the only penalty of the punishment in himself s/he/it checks the faults, may fill although not the need of the error, yet the will sinning lives in him/it; 

And not allowed s/he/it hurts to himself, the law is discerned to hinder which. 

That secures therefore the pay of the good need, which loving makes the justice, not he/it reluctant which s/he/it guards her/it with the only fear of the penalties. 

The certain and esteem the error, and they make; 

The certain esteem only, and they make not; 

And truly the most make only, and they esteem not. 

The some make not the error and hate yet the justice. 

More heavy but which not s/he/it sins the only error s/he/it esteems, but and it makes, which makes not which, and s/he/it esteems; 

And more heavy sometimes which esteems and makes not, which makes which and hates; 

Is not the most heavy ground to make, but and to esteem the error. 

For are the certain which are combined immediately with the completed shame and are which not the bad ground hurt not to have borne, but also about him/her/itself evil with the need they boast. 

And thus towards the construction the bad s/he/it happens worse while about the faults congratulating are raised into the more bad. 

About the such David has said: 

Which rejoice when have made badly, and they exult in most worst things. 
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22. 

About the need sinning. 

Cannot safely sentence-translate one word!

Ah. 

Sometimes which of the evil we are, with the need rather, not with the will we arise. 

requiring-to-be-turned is but the need of the evil into the will good. 
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[b]. 

And of the most not with the will, but the grounds with the need sin, becoming scared the temporal lack; 

And, while they flee back the need of the present age, from the future good they are deprived. 

Likewise the error of the some with the will, not with the need they entrust, and the no lack of the compulsion arise the enemies; 

But only without payment to be bad wish. 

Nor indeed they love him/her/itself thing than they desire, but they are delighted him/her/itself only the wickedness of the error. 
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23. 

About the habit sinning. 

Is the more good error to beware than to correct. 

Indeed more easily we pause with the enemy from which not yet we are lived, as to him/it from which now of the overcame and subdued we are recognised. 

The all error, before may be admitted, s/he/it is became scared further. 

Although but heavy s/he/it may be, while into the use s/he/it will have came, trivial s/he/it is valued, and without the any fear s/he/it is entrusted. 

With those wood-chips, as if with the certain steps, the all error coalesces: 

The thinking insomuch as crooked bears the delight; 

The delight the agreement, the agreement the act, the act the habit, [consuetude] the need. 

And thus with these chains the involved man, the certain chain of the faults is held bound, thus that farewells from her/it to be pulled out by no means, unless the divine gratitude seizes the hand of the lying. 

The error is to admit to fall into the well; 

Truly the habit sinning to make, the mouth is of the well to make narrower, it farewells to emerge not he/it which it has chopped. 

But sometimes also God frees such, while he changes the desperation towards the rotation of them of the freedom. 

Indeed with himself pitying, the errors are dismissed; 

With covering which s/he/it happens not in worse sinning s/he/it is gone. 

Most wicked s/he/it is to sin, more badly s/he/it is the habit sinning to make. 

From that easily, is appeared again from this with the effort, while s/he/it is fought back to the bad habit. 

Badly the habit the receded conducting to be the prophet asserts into the abyss, with using as if with the certain law whose bound man is held, as also he is willing not when, the error may admit. 

From true gliding quickly to appear again, s/he/it is not into the abyss to go. 

The apostle says the law of the error in our members; 

Which law [consuetude] is, as sinning we conceive and not from her/it, when we wish, we depart, because now of the need to the chain through the habit we are restrained. 

Much the love of the truth conducts in the man, but the meat of the bad habit with the law reverberates. 

Well but boldly on behalf of the good the conscience exults, which strongly in himself she checks which haughtily she attacks. 

Often to sin bewaring is; 

For with this him/her/itself because about bad our generally God to us labours the health, with the how great wonderful he is, with the so great very rare s/he/it is. 

Therefore fearing is to believe thus to be saved, not perhaps, while we await from the faults to be cured, and we may multiply the faults and I may greet we may gain not. 

Therefore we may desire or not to fall, or quickly inverted from the gliding to rise. 

Entirely to sin bewaring is; 

Which if with the human brittleness the error s/he/it will have creeped, immediately it will be which correcting badly the undertaking it is perceived. 

Indeed quickly is corrected the which fault quickly is recognised; 

More slow but the which wound is cured, now with the rotting members, s/he/it is summoned after with the long time with the treatments. 

The repetition of the error is more heavy, so as if the sickness over the sickness comes, so as if the rain over the rain opposes.

The good s/he/it is to the man always before the eyes to summon the own faults, after the opinion of the psalm: 

And my error against me is always.

At the justice the recollection of the sinned makes the weariness mind. 

Which but to the luxury and to the enthusiasm supplied are, with the proud arrogance also they boast about him/her/itself with the need of the error. 

The so great recollection must to be of the slave God sinned, in order that she/it which it has borne always shedding tears it confesses. 

From where and the psalm says: 

I am turned in the toil, while the spine is shattered, my error I have made getting to know, and I have said: 

I will announce the opposite me my injustices with Lord. 

Indeed above s/he/it had said: 

Because I have been silent, this has I am not confessed, the all my bones have made old, while I might proclaim with the whole day. 

Which therefore to have been silent displeases himself, unless the confession of the errors? 

Which to have proclaimed hurts himself, unless the defence of the evils? 

Which therefore the defender of his/her/their errors s/he/it has stood out, necessary he is in order that he accuses displeasing showing pride which crookedly he has admitted.

About the thinking. 
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Ah. 

Is the bipartite cause sinning, it is of the need and of the thinking, one the unfairness of which s/he/it is said which with the need s/he/it is borne, other the injustice it is admitted which with the thinking.

Earlier with the crooked needs, afterwards the longings.

So as the viper from the situated daughters in the womb mangled is destroyed, thus us our thinkings within us nurtured kill and conceived more within with the snakeish poison destroy, and they destroy our soul with the cruel wound. 

S/he/it is not with the suggestions of our arbitration of the crooked thinking to come before; 

To throw but in the mind s/he/it restrains the thinking the to our will. 

That therefore towards the fault is reduced not, that of the own fault is imputed. 

For they have opposed the not allowed thinkings, of the demons s/he/it is; 

With the askew thinkings to delight, of us s/he/it is. 

Generally s/he/it is accustomed to happen as the dirty appearances of the material things, we have learned which, they may be placed opposite with our minds, and we may think the being unwilling them; 

And how much from them they have averted the sharpness of the mind we struggle, those with the so great himself more with the mind heap, and they approach unawares in repulsive us with the movements. 

But s/he/it has merited this on behalf of mortal agreement which the first the man into the penalty of his/her/their error s/he/it happens. 

While each one with the divine glory is came before, s/he/it is beaten at once with the troubles of the ugly thinkings. 

But the slave of God with the judgement of the fear of God of them repulses the trials from it himself, and against with the opposite with the good thinkings, s/he/it repels ugly from himself. 

The great watchful around of the heart I will guard requiring-to-be-summoned s/he/it is, because either to the good or to the cheek to the thing there the origin stands; 

For, so as the script is: 

Out of the heart the bad thinkings emerge. 

And therefore if earlier to the crooked thinking we pause, into the gliding of the need we meet not. 

Not fearing s/he/it is if the good and the evils into the thinking come; 

But more boasting s/he/it is if the bad mind from the good with the comprehension of the account s/he/it sees. 

Likewise the nothing which between the good and the evil with the more aware feeling s/he/it pleases we see, unless with the need or with the noted cheek we beware, or we may make the understood good.

The human agreement while confuses with the diverse vices the mind, also it suffers before the penalties to the hell through the rough appetite of the soul now the penalties to the conscience. 

In all respects the man besides his/her/their heart will be able to flee.

Indeed wherever will have departed the conscience of his/her/their accusation abandons not that. 

Although evades the human judgements the all which badly conducts, yet the judgement to his/her/their conscience [effugire] is able not. 

For although with the other conceals which has conducted, s/he/it is able to conceal not yet to himself, which abundantly s/he/it knows bad to be which s/he/it has borne. 

The twofold judgement happens therefore in him/it, because and this to his/her/their conscience with the accusation is punished, and there [perpetuali] the penalty is sentenced. 

Indeed this signifies: 

The abyss calls upon the abyss in the voice of the cataracts. 

Indeed the abyss is the abyss to call upon about the judgement to his/her/their conscience to go towards the judgement of the continuous condemnation. 

In the voice of the cataracts, it is in the announcement of the saints.

About the straining of the mind. 

The eye of the man the straining of the need of him/it s/he/it is. 

If therefore the straining of him/it is good, and the need of the straining him/her/itself is good. 

Otherwise of the bad straining even if in the facts the good need may appear, the good is now not, because out of his/her/their straining or the good is approved, or unworthy it is condemned. 

S/he/it is therefore the straining the good which near God s/he/it is; 

Truly the bad which on behalf of the earthly gain or the empty glory s/he/it is. 

Which make not the good need with the good straining, they have been able to be illuminated through this more they are blinded with the need through which. 

Each one conducts the good which need with the good straining may conduct, because on behalf of the bad straining generally we conduct the good need which we ruin, and less from the fault we are empty. 

Often good which at the judgement of the men extend, at the swarm the most careful and most sharp base of the judge they are uncovered. 

And therefore the all saint fears not the strong which base good conducts on behalf of some with the straining in the eyes of the mind of God is.

About the feelings of the meat. 

Through the feelings of the meat the sickness creeps into of the mind. 

From where and through the prophet Lord says: 

The all kinsmen to the land from the north-wind will come, and each one his/her/their throne in the entrance of the gates Jerusalem will put. 

The powers of the north-wind the faults are, which put when his/her/their seats in the gates through the feelings of the meat the stain the souls heap; 

And therefore in themselves gates, they reign it is in themselves feelings. 

Nor indeed from elsewhere we sin unless seeing, hearing, touching, tasting and touching. 

From where and previously s/he/it is said: 

The death through our windows has entered; 

And elsewhere: 

And the strangers were advancing through the gates of him/it, and they were sending above Jerusalem the fate. 

Obviously the dirty strangers to be of the breath, which as creep into through the gates thus through the feelings of the meat the soul and subdue her/it [inlecebrando]. 
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29. 

About the conversation. 

While the certain small we shun not the words of the faults, in of the tongue we collapse the great indictment and while the made certain not heavy freely and without the fear we entrust, towards the more good crimes and with the horrible habit sinning we slip. 

So as generally the folly of the loquaciousnesses is blamed, thus turned back exceedingly the faults of the being silent are specified. 

Indeed to requiring-to-be-loosened that enough they descend the tongue in the fault of the levity, to requiring-to-be-kept silent that exceedingly from the usefulness they grow numb. 

In-skilled, so as they know not to speak, thus they are able to be silent not. 

Indeed with the mind uninformed, with the mouth talkative, with the words they resound, with perceiving the nothing they say. 

So as the indictment of the falsehood from the making progress is became scared, thus the idle words from the perfect men are avoided. 

For so as the certain has said: 

On behalf of the idle word the account is placed, on behalf of unjust conversation the penalty is paid. 

The empty conversations in the mouth Christian must to be not. 

For so as the good talks correct the bad customs, thus the crooked talks spoil the good customs. 

The protection to the mouth is placed while with the each not just himself, but because more the truth is, it admits the wrong-doer. 

S/he/it puts the hand over the mouth, which with the good needs of the tongue covers the departure. 

Puts the hand over the mouth which covers the faults of the bad speech with the veil of the good act. 

The speaking which towards God they concern, nor making, although useless s/he/it is to himself, yet with the catechumens s/he/it is useful. 

Which about the prudence feign to be recommended himself, they may attend the speaking prophet: 

Alas which wise men you are in your eyes, and publicly [uobismetipsis] aware. 

Rightly out of the opinion s/he/it says, which perceives the true prudence with the tasting of the inward taste. 

Indeed from perceiving the opinion is said. 

And through this, the arrogant which without the lowliness say, they say about the only knowledge, not about the opinion. 

Indeed that s/he/it understands which rightly and s/he/it understands the second God. 

Into say his/her/their indignity teachers, if while yet from them the sayings may be wisely excessively eloquently. 

Indeed the prudence of the words dreads the foamy circuit, and the very ornate dye of the worldly eloquence with the inflated conversations. 

The certain spies are delighted to hear the which wise men anyone, not in order that they ask the truth from them, but in order that they recognise the eloquence of the conversation of them, with the custom of the poets which follow more the arrangement of the words as the opinion of the truth. 

Quadrimoda s/he/it is the account saying, with which foreseeing is why, to which, when even how some may be advanced. 

Likewise [quadrimoda] the account is saying, which or well perceiving well is advanced which, or s/he/it is said the nothing perceiving the nothing, or little perceiving the only talkativeness is showed, or is advanced most well perceiving not elegantly which is understood. 

Likewise is the fourfold account speaking, with which even the good well, even bad badly, or the good badly, even the bad well is advanced. 

Obviously the good well s/he/it speaks which with her/it which rights are abjectly s/he/it is seen to announce. 

Badly speaks which attempts to persuade the bad anyone the which shame. 

The good badly s/he/it speaks which insolently s/he/it is perceived to proclaim the whichever right. 

The bad well s/he/it speaks which, some telling the fault, it detests in order that from it the men are averted. 

With the heart well speaks which imitates not the dearness. 

With the mouth well speaks which announces the truth. 

With the made well speaks which other with the good examples builds. 

With the heart badly speaks which considers more within the harmful thinkings and thinks. 

The tongue badly s/he/it speaks which on behalf of s/he/it is flogged which badly s/he/it conducts and s/he/it hums. 

With the made badly s/he/it speaks which badly living with his/her/their examples other about crookedly conducting s/he/it shapes. 

The one-times well speaks which with requiring-to-be-displeased himself has refuted. 

The two-times well which well living speaks and constructs other. 

The one-times badly speaks which after the fault quickly is corrected. 

The two-times badly which speaks and lives badly and teaches badly. 

Likewise the two-times badly which speaks and thinks badly and refers badly the intentions. 

Likewise the two-times badly which speaks and has conducted not has owed the good which and has admitted not was ought the which evil. 

The bad of the evil answer on behalf of the good and the obstacles on behalf of the most good. 

The good answer the good on behalf of the bad, and prosperous on behalf of the obstacles. 

Facing the noise of the tongue the strength is requiring-to-be-summoned of the endurance, as the trial of the word which door it attacks, it may depart with the subdued strength of the patience. 

Not the all which suffers shameful is just; 

But which on behalf of the truth the in-night s/he/it suffers, that only is just. 

Between the blames of the tongue and the mind of the justice strengthens the reproaches of the men thither with himself with the remedy, in order that with the so great more solid into God it is fastened more within, s/he/it is scorned with the feelings how much on the outside from the human affairs. 

Which projects the inflicted to himself indignities with the quiet mind, will be away the pain of the heart and repulses the which venom boils in easy mind. 

Indeed the open wounds of the mind quickly evaporate, the enclosed spaces exceedingly aggravate. 

Which covers the pain of the injury with the closed breast, s/he/it presses how much further with the silence the tongue, with the so great on the inside s/he/it suckles more sharp. 

From where and truly the certain of the family- poets has said: 

" Likewise more s/he/it is covered, more the hidden fire boils ". 

Indeed the blind the faintness is the violent and excessive, because "the silent wound lives under the breast ".

About the lie. 

The liars make as nor s/he/it may be believed the truths with the saying. 

Indeed the much falsehood will return often the man also in the truth suspected. 

With the true hedge s/he/it promises, which deceived is soon saying, as, when the first will have obtained the faith, towards the lying remainders s/he/it may make the credulous catechumens. 

With the much are seen to be the true which falsehoods are, and therefore not out of God, but they speak out of his/her/their lie. 

Sometimes the falsehood with the etymology is added, and begins generally from the wrong truth which fashions. 

Often the decorated poisons with the honey of the words lie hidden, and so long the deceiver imitates until what time the truth deceiving may cheat. 

Sometimes is the more bad lie to consider as to speak; 

For sometimes the each incautious is accustomed to speak the lie out of the destruction; 

To consider but s/he/it is able not, unless through the eagerness. 

More heavy therefore that out of the eagerness is presented to lie, as he/it which out of only destruction s/he/it lies. 

Very much bewaring s/he/it is all the lie, although sometimes some is of the lie of the knee of the more trivial fault, if the any on behalf of the health of the men lies. 

But because the script is: 

The which mouth lies has killed the soul; 

And Perds them which speak the lie, this likewise men of the lie of the perfect knee very much flee, as nor the life of which anyone through deceit of them may be defended, nor his/her/their souls may harm, while they struggle to be better to the foreign meat, whichsoever with this most easily we believe to be loosened him/her/itself of the sinned knee. 

For if which anyone the fault with the following pay is purged, how much more this easily is banished, as the pay him/her/itself accompanies. 

The much lie and mould much the men near the praise of the men; 

And thus s/he/it happens such as to that lying they may die, and recommend them which about the empty glories the fall may lead. 

So as well to himself the accomplice fears not the noise to the foreign tongue, thus and must to attend which is recommended from the other not the error of the foreign praise;

About the oath. 

So as is able to lie not which speaks not, thus to swear falsely will be able to swear not which desires not. 

Therefore to be the requiring-to-be-bewared swearing, nor requiring-to-be-used her/it unless in the only need. 

S/he/it is not against the teaching of God to swear, but while we make using swearing, we meet the indictment of the false oath. 

At no time therefore may swear which fears to swear falsely. 

Much, while they speak, they are delighted to swear always, while this may ought to be only in the mouth: 

" S/he/it is, s/he/it is; 

Not, not." 

Indeed further as "s/he/it is "and "s/he/it is not "from the bad s/he/it is. 

Much, in order that they deceive, they swear falsely, in order that they make of the word through the faith of the guaranty the faith, and thus deceiving, while they swear falsely and they lie, they cheat the incautious man. 

Sometimes and with the wrong tears distant we are cheated, and s/he/it is believed while they lament, with which believing was being not. 

Generally without the oath we dispose to speak, but with the disbelief of them which believe not which we say we are forced to swear, and with the such need swearing the habit you speak!? 
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We move. 

Are the lazy much towards believing, which are moved not towards the faith of the word. 

Deeply but fail which to himself speaking collect to swear. 

With the whichever skill of the words the each may swear, yet God, whereby the witness is of the conscience, understands thus takes this so as that to which is sworn. 

Doubly but the plaintiff s/he/it happens which and s/he/it takes the name into the empty of God, and the sword-stick captures the neighbour. 

S/he/it is not requiring-to-be-preserved guaranty with which bad s/he/it is promised negligently, just as if the some with her/it of the adulteress lasting promises the continuous faith. 

Indeed more bearably not to satisfy the guaranty is as to last into the shame of the dishonour. 

S/he/it is to swear that of God the which foresight not to shatter decided s/he/it has decided. 

The repentance but the change s/he/it is of God of the things; 

Not to displease but decided not to call back, as that is:

The receding man from God at once of the faults is delivered to the power, as while he becomes reasonable again he suffers from where he has chopped the unsafe faults returning. 

And if the saints with the whole [annisu] stretch to overcome the faults nor extinguish, conduct which these which not only hate not the faults, but they with the whole love pursue? 

Enough delicately strokes himself which is willing to overcome the faults without the effort, while s/he/it has made the which law of the error to requiring-to-be-served himself with the faults, s/he/it may be able to reap not without the violence of the pain. 

Fully s/he/it reports to the fault, which shuns the opportunity in the sinned carry throughing. 

For if you wish to sin just as much not, and with the given opportunity you will have sinned, you to you and the plaintiff and the judge you are, which and entrusted you sentence and condemned you entrust. 

With himself but with the judge the plaintiff is, which the faults and accuses and carries through. 

The certain faults while are avoided not fully, they make to fall back in himself his/her/their authorities. 

For if one fault strictly is avoided and by another way they may be disregarded, the empty effort is.

Certain, with the invigorating account of the mind, they are overcame with the assault of the faults, and they ruin thus then the straining of the good needs, so as the king of Babylon in the eyes of Sedecia has killed earlier the sons of him/her/itself, and he has from-plucked thus afterwards the eyes of him/it; 

And through this, after the habit and the destruction of the much needs of the good, dies of the certain and the account.

Because out of the faults the faults, out of the strengths the strengths rise. 

Thus the errors are begat out of the error, as while they are shunned not small, s/he/it may be advanced in the most great;

From where s/he/it happens that of the doubled s/he/it is the which plaintiff indictment and s/he/it admits the crimes through the will and she/it through the swell of the stubbornness s/he/it has defended.

Truly but are cured the faults which with the strengths not with the faults are removed. 

Of the certain but the certain hidden the faults then appear when from the others faults will abandon.

About badly with the used strengths. 

Sometimes and badly the used strengths out of himself beget the faults; 

Which happens through the unlimited appetite of the mind, has merited to which provides not the which gift, unless thence either it will have asked the praises or the requiring-to-be-sentenced gains. 

Sometimes the faults beget the strengths while are loosened sometime on behalf of the time suitably small. 

And thus s/he/it happens as which with the agreeing place the strengths are, with the inconsistent the faults may be cut away, just as if on behalf of not the hunger is loosened the canonical arrival of the brother.

And the excessive responsibility produces the disintegration of the teaching, and the eagerness of the jealousy, while the more ought is as, into the fault of the irascibility crosses, and the much tameness of the numbness begets the sloth. 

Aware but the seeing of the man cleverly foresees, not the good immoderately conducts and may cross about the strength into the fault. 

Likewise at the certain out of the strength the fault is begat, while the each about the merits of the chastity and of the abstinence boasts. 

For and which the alms to the empty glory the cause s/he/it bestows, out of the strength the fault makes; 

But and he/it which about the prudence s/he/it has the insolence, and whereby on behalf of the justice the prize desires, and turns whereby some gift of God which has merited into his/her/their praise, or s/he/it takes into the bad uses, s/he/it transfers at a distance with the doubt the strength into the fault. 

The men about the strengths suckle the faults, they may die out of which. 

Again God with the most powerful skill out of our fault forms the strengths, he may transform with which us from the unfairness. 

Cannot safely sentence-translate one word!

35. 

About the imitated strengths. 

The certain faults prefer the appearances of the strengths, and therefore more destructive they cheat his/her/their followers because they cover with himself under the veil of the strengths. 

For the opposite faults which at once of the strengths appear, quickly while they will have came into the spade, they are corrected, near which addicted about the such indictments of them they redden. 

Carnal but generally through the in-sensuality of the mind they recognise not the fault is seen to be the reprehensible which worth with the condemnation. 

Likewise the certain faults are seen you will look at of the strengths to be, but yet the strengths are not. 

For sometimes under with fringing the cruelty of the justice is conducted, and it is thought to be the strength which without doubt it is of the vines, so as the relaxed sloth the tameness it is believed to be, and which it conducts the being lethargic heedlessness, the leniency of the responsibility is thought to conduct. 

Sometimes also the fault of the wasteful outpouring imitates the strength of the abundance, and the quality of retention imitates the strength of the sad parsimony, and the fault of the determination is hidden under the strength of the perseverance. 

Likewise the fear under the appearance of the obedience is hidden, and the strength of the lowliness is said, because yet the fault is of the fear. 

But and the boldness of the voice on behalf of the freedom of the truth is taken, and the fault of the sloth of the quiet imitates the strength. 

Again the fault of the disturbance is willing to be called the strength with himself of the anxiety, and the facility of the destruction the heat of the good eagerness it is believed, and well the slow movement of the requiring-to-be-conducted deliberation to be foolish is seen, while yet that may be the strength, with that of the vines. 

Therefore with the such example the appearances of the strengths imitate the faults, and thence himself the some believe to be just, they are condemned from where especially. 

The suitable example of the faults about the appearance of the robber is accepted; 

For so as out of the ambushes the robber emerges, the journey with the advocates joins and him\her\it, moulding sharing himself while unforeseen it may cheat and, while s/he/it will have erupted suddenly, towards the destruction the detected robber is showed, thus all himself [miscunt] sometimes dangerously with the strengths the faults until what time the good of the need snatch the effectiveness in the uses of the pig, as the which soul to himself was being pleasing about the strengths, it may observe the cheated himself with the damnable faults. 
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36. 

About the appetite of the strengths. 

Towards the strengths obstinately we rise, towards the faults without the effort we disperse. 

Indeed prone that, those the steep places are. 

Indeed the grand the sweats we endure fully in order that have mounted towards the sky we farewell. 

As about stretching of the strengths the height, they begin not from the sums, but from the little amounts, in order that they reach slowly towards the more high, thus and which disperse towards the faults, they begin not at once from the great indictments, but they accustom from the little amounts, and they overthrow thus in the most great. 

So as gradually the man from the most small most great faults in overthrows, thus from the moderate strengths step by step towards them are which heights he has stretched. 

Which but struggles irregularly the strengths [conprehendre], s/he/it tries quickly. 

Is this cause in the nature of the things, as the whichever swiftly towards the progress stretch, they may be finished without the doubt quickly, so as the herbs, which with the so great die more swift, they emerge how much more quickly. 

But truly against, the trees with the high root established, they last long more by day therefore, because they reach step by step towards the progress. 

The nothing s/he/it is useful, with the mixed evil, to conduct some good, but is the more ahead confining from the bad, then the good exercising. 

Indeed this indicates with the prophet, when s/he/it says: 

You rest! to conduct perversely, you learn! to do service to. 

Earlier the faults are requiring-to-be-rooted out in the man, then requiring-to-be-inserted strengths. 

For to adhere and is able to be connected not the truth with the lie, the decency with the wantonness, the faith with the faithlessness, the chastity with the luxury. 

Are the certain sums the strengths, truly certain middle. 

The faiths, the hopes and the dearness the most high strengths are. 

For from which they are had certainly truly they are had. 

Truly the others the strengths are the middle, because and towards the usefulness and they are able to be had towards the ruin, if about each these insolently s/he/it will have swelled, as for example with the education, the hunger, the chastity, with the knowledge or the temporal wealth, about which of course and well we are able to labour, and badly. 

Whichsoever out of the more low now to be more good begins, s/he/it may beware about the receipts to be raised with the strengths, lest through the strengths falls down as the more heavy earlier time out of the gliding of the faults was lying. 

God justifies which, lest he raises again himself about the strengths, s/he/it has divided to that the certain gifts of the strengths, the certain withdraws, as while the mind about s/he/it is raised it which s/he/it has, it may be humbled to have again about it which by no means it is recognised. 

Whichsoever to the gift of the heavenly gratitude inspired towards the strengths is raised, if perhaps with the hand some adversity of the guiding God s/he/it is checked, lest about the acceptable strengths s/he/it is raised, s/he/it must to be broken not, because and with this him/her/itself because Plagius s/he/it is s/he/it is humbled calmly to bring at a distance to the doubt of the strength great.

About the battle of the strengths facing the faults. 

Then with himself more truthful of the sacred man from the jumble of the faults [detergunt], while from them against the one-each faults the apiece strengths are placed opposite. 

Sometimes the faults with the strengths towards the usefulness clash, in order that with him/her/itself contest even the mind is exercised, even from the ecstasy the stirred mind may be drew tight. 

The opposite attack of the faults with the opposite strengths s/he/it is fighting. 

Indeed against the luxury of the heart is requiring-to-be-summoned cleanness; 

Against the hatred the requiring-to-be-prepared love; 

Against the irascibility the endurance is requiring-to-be-displayed. 

Again against the fear of the trust is requiring-to-be-summoned strength, against the numbness of the jealousy the battle; 

The sadnesses likewise the joy, [acidiae] the strength, the abundance of the greed, the lowliness of the arrogance is requiring-to-be-placed opposite. 

And thus the apiece strengths the being born against himself faults check, and the movements of the trials with the strength of the divine dearness extinguish. 

The abstinence subdues the desire. 

For the how great body with the fasting is broken, the mind from not allowed so great appetite is called back. 

Facing the anger the patience fights; 

The anger but kills her/it himself, supporting but the endurance carries the victory. 

The hope of the eternal joy overcomes the mourning of the sadness, and the disturbed mind about the more outer affects which, the sweetness of the more interior stillness mitigates. 

Facing the hatred the dearness is prepared, and facing the fires of the anger of the tameness the stillness is summoned. 

The arrogant devils imitate the arrogance, facing which the lowliness of raised Christ he is placed opposite which are humbled. 

Of the ruling parts seven the queen and the mother of the faults with the arrogance is, and same seven the chief much about himself produce the faults, because they are joined thus to himself own with the certain kinsmen that out of the other it rises the other. 

So as the prince seven with the arrogance of the faults supplies us with the powers of them, thus Christ, with the sevenfold the gratitude full, destroys from the rule of the faults us, and that adjudges which with the sevenfold fault, that frees of the sevenfold gratitude to the gift. 
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38. 

About the arrogance. 

With the all fault to be the more low arrogance, or near which from the most high persons and with the firsts s/he/it is taken, or which about the need of the justice and of the strength emerges, and less the fault of him/it is perceived. 

Truly the luxury the remarkable meat therefore with the all s/he/it is, because at once through ugly himself it is. 

And yet with the weighing God, the minor is of the arrogance, but which is hindered with the arrogance, and s/he/it perceives not, the luxury of the meat slips, as through here humbled and it may rise from the mingling and from the arrogance. 

The all sinning s/he/it is arrogant there which the forbidden to the requiring-to-be-made contempt s/he/it may have the divine teachings. 

Rightly therefore the beginning of the all error with the arrogance, because unless s/he/it has preceded disobedient of the orders of God, of the transgression follows not the fault. 

The all arrogance with the so great in the most deep lies, it raises how much in high himself, and with the so great more deep s/he/it slips, how much more high s/he/it is alleviated. 

Indeed which through the own arrogance is raised, s/he/it is bent through the justice of God. 

Which are blown into with the arrogance, they are fed with the wind; 

From where and with the prophet: 

All, s/he/it has said, the wind feeds your shepherds, this is of the arrogance of the breath. 

Which about the strengths of the pig show pride, out of themselves judging are with the needs which use on behalf of the strengths, because they make the good thing not with the good will. 

For actually without the lowliness the which strength anyone and is cut away without the dearness in the fault. 

Deservedly the devil of the arrogance from the heavenly supreme happiness falls down. 

Which therefore about the strengths are raised, they imitate the devil; 

And thence more heavy they fall down, because about the heights they slip. 

The arrogance, so as the origin is of the all indictments, thus with the fall of the altogether strengths. 

Indeed himself is in the error first, most following him/her/itself in the clash. 

Indeed this or prostrates in the beginning the mind through the error, or s/he/it overthrows lately about the strengths. 

Thence and of the all errors the most great is, because so through the strengths as through the faults s/he/it banishes the human mind. 

There to fall the arrogance, where and to be born, in order that not with the arrogant other is with the fault, other with the penalty, but him/her/itself the fault may be with those and with the penalty. 

About the arrogance to be born the insolence, not about the insolence to be born the arrogance. 

For unless the hidden ecstasy of the mind has preceded, follows not the open boasting of the praise. 

Thus therefore in the fault the arrogance of the insolence is placed in command, it is preferred with the origin so as. 

Generally towards the correction of the ecstasy with the foresight of God with some fall the some fall, through which gliding blamed from him/it himself, they may understand abjectly, and they may desire about the services of God to be recommended not, but they may recommend God from which they have taken from where with himself they wish to be recommended. 

More usefully s/he/it is with the whichever fault of the arrogant to slip, and lowly after the fall with God to happen, as through the ecstasy to show pride, and the more heavy condemnation through the arrogance of the fall to accept.

About the fornication. 

Out of the fault to the arrogance generally into the ill-omened with the dirtiness of the meat s/he/it is gone. 

For s/he/it will pay the other out of the other, but so as through the arrogance of the mind s/he/it is gone into the prostitution of the desire, thus through the lowliness of the mind the well chastity of the meat happens. 

God but overthrows sometimes the hidden of the mind detected arrogance through the fall of the meat. 

Of the desire to be born the dirtiness about with the hidden arrogance of the mind, with the example of the first man, which soon through the arrogance against God has swelled, s/he/it has perceived at once the desire of the meat, and causing shame s/he/it has covered. 

Wherefore each one s/he/it may cut away his/her/their faults which s/he/it has chopped, how often with the desire it is conquered, because unless the hidden arrogance had preceded, might follow not the detected fall of the desire. 

Sometimes with the twin fault Christian from the devil is desired, and with the secrecy through the ecstasy, and public through the desire. 

But while which shuns the desire, s/he/it falls into the ecstasy. 

Likewise while negligently s/he/it avoids the ecstasy s/he/it falls half-heartedly into the desire; 

And thus out of the hidden fault of the ecstasy s/he/it is gone in the open space of the desire, and about the open space of the desire, s/he/it is gone in the secrecy of the ecstasy. 

But the slave of God O separate the each weighing, may excavate thus the desire in order that meets not the ecstasy, and s/he/it presses thus the ecstasy in order that s/he/it loosens not the mind towards the desire. 

With the luxuriant and arrogant the demons more the patrons arise, and while in the other faults the spiteful breaths may serve, they are joined yet with these with the more great intimacy, and they are a servant with them further near the longing. 

Principally with these with the two faults the devil to the human specie dominates, it is through the arrogance of the mind and the luxury of the meat. 

From where and Lord about [Iob] speaks about the devil saying: 

Under the shade s/he/it sleeps in the secret of the reed in moist places. 

Indeed through the reed the empty arrogance, truly through the moist places the meat is explained with the luxury. 

Indeed through these two faults the devil s/he/it seizes the human specie, even while it raises the mind into the arrogance, even while s/he/it spoils through the luxury the meat. 

The much the luxuries are subordinate, and with the proud arrogance about him/her/itself the luxuries with the need boast, and thence more they are raised they have owed to be humbled from where. 

Towards the construction of the evil s/he/it happens worse, when not only the shames are entrusted, but also about themselves shames with the emptiness of the praise ruined they are raised, so as the script is: 

Because the wrong-doer in the longings to his/her/their soul is recommended. 

Indeed which more badly as in the shames the wretched persons to be glad, about which now they must to weep more eloquently? 

The desire then more is asked, while it is seen. 

For so as the certain wise man has said: 

" The first web of the fornication of the eyes they are, the second of the words ". 

But which is captured not with the eyes, s/he/it is able to pause with the words. 

S/he/it provides the nature where hitherto the book s/he/it is the minded. 

Which curbs the delight of the lustful suggestion, s/he/it crosses not towards the agreement of the desire. 

Indeed quickly s/he/it pauses to the need, which to the tickling adapts not the delight. 

More hard is attacked which all the way towards the agreement although is felt not all the way towards the performing, as you go which with the only suggestion, on behalf of the agreement the meat, is disturbed with the trials. 

The goads of the meat which in causing Paul to Satan angel were belonging, out of the law of the error they were being, which in the members of the men about the need of the desire inhabit. 

Resisting which while in himself s/he/it assaults s/he/it is completed, and about the weakness of the lustful tickling s/he/it undertakes the strength of the glorious contest. 

The much contests of the slaves of God about his/her/their meat are moved; 

For although in the love of God of them may be the unshaken straining, yet the mind about the meat, on the outside bears which, s/he/it bears the inward battles. 

The god but, which relinquishes these towards the approval, with the covering gratitude, abandons not his/her/their. 

Therefore sometimes with slipping the carnal thing of the choice they fall down, as from the fault the arrogances, which about the strengths swell, they may be cured; 

And arrogant which about the executions of the strengths arise in order that fall, they are humbled with the fault of the meat in order that they rise. 

Before the adultery in the need may be completed, now the adultery stands out in the thinking. 

Indeed out of the heart the first the fornications are requiring-to-be-stolen, and they break off not in the need.

You equip! your loins over your breasts, this is in the heart the desires you reap!, which towards the loins concern, for the heart is over the breasts, not in the loins. 

The unlimited freedom of the desire knows not to have the manner. 

For while the full of vice mind in the requiring-to-be-filled fornication with the luxuriating meat will have loosened himself, it crosses nevertheless towards the others impious crimes with the urging demons, and while s/he/it will have passed extravagantly the boundary-limits of the decency, the indictment with the indictments adds, and it proceeds gradually towards the more low. 

Not thus agreeable s/he/it is of the lovers, indeed of the insane, the uncertain meat the desire, so as tested; 

Nor thus the fornication delights, while the first is entrusted, for repeated s/he/it heaps the more great delight. 

Truly now if into the use s/he/it will have came, with the so great you ruin more pleasant s/he/it happens, in order that to be overcame obstinately s/he/it is. 

From where and often out of the habit as if the requiring-to-be-failed prisoners towards sinning with the certain violence we are drew, and we perceive to rebel our feelings against the right will in us. 

If more the mind delight of the fornication delights which I am loved of the chastity, hitherto in the man the error reigns. 

Surely if further the beauty of the inmost chastity delights, now reign not the errors, but the justice reigns. 

For not the ground about the entrusted fornication sinned reigns in the man; 

But if hitherto s/he/it is delighted, and s/he/it may hold the mind, at a distance with the doubt s/he/it reigns. 

The fornication of the meat the adultery s/he/it is, the fornication of the mind the slavery of the spectres it is. 

S/he/it is but and the spiritual fornication the second which Lord s/he/it has said: 

Which will have seen the woman towards coveting her/it, now commited adultery s/he/it has her/it in his/her/their heart. 

The all dirty the defilement the fornication s/he/it is said, although the each diverse with the pleasure of the baseness is prostituted. 

Indeed out of the different delight fornicating the shames are begat, with which the power of God is closed, and the man from God is divided. 

Between seven the other faults the fornication is of the most great crime, because through the dirtiness of the meat the temple of God violates, and lifting the members of Christ, s/he/it makes the members of the courtesan. 

Especially through the luxury of the meat the human specie is supplied with the devil as through the other faults. 

Indeed with that with the different trials may attempt the unread men they have overthrown, more but the longing commit adulterying suggests, because further it has stretched to sicken the each sex in this fault. 

The demons, the knowing the beauty to be the souls the chastity and through this the man with the angelic merits out of which those they have slipped to be made level, with the envy struck of the hatred, they inject through the feelings of the body the need and the longing of the desire inasmuch from the divinities they may drag through downwards downcast hag-derived, and with him\her\it, boasting they will have conquered which, towards the infernal regions they may lead. 

When with driving the mind of the demons towards the delight of the fornication is driven, the fears of the divine judgement and the windlasses of the eternal fire before the eyes may be displayed, because without doubt the all penalty of the more heavy punishment with the fear is overcame. 

Indeed so as the nail expels the nail, thus often the recollection of the fire of the hell removes the fire of the luxury. 

Certain in the youth voluptuously living, in the old age the mainlands are delighted to happen, and then they select to serve to the chastity when them the desire scorns the slaves to have. 

By no means in the old age the mainlands are calling, which in the youth voluptuously have lived. 

The such have not the prize because have had not the contest of the effort. 

Indeed the glory awaits them, in which will have been the laborious contests.

About the restraint. 

From God the restraint is given, but you desire! and you will take. 

Then but is divided when God with the inward groan is beaten. 
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Ah. 

The preferred to be maidenhood of the marriages. 

Indeed good that, most good this. 
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[b]. 

The marriage is the permitted, the admonished maidenhood only, not ordered. 

But therefore only admonished because exceedingly the heights. 

S/he/it is the twin good the maidenhood, because and it loses in this universe the anxiety of the age, and s/he/it secures into with the future eternally the prize of the chastity. 

The more happy maidens to be in eternal life, with testifying Esaia: 

Lord to the eunuches says these: 

I will give to them in my house and in my walls the place, and the more good name from the daughters and with the daughters, I will give the perpetual name to them, which will die not. 

Nor pure which persist the which doubt and the equal maidens with the angels of God may be effected. 

Is requiring-to-be-loved beauty of the chastity. 

The tasted more pleasant delight of which is discovered as of the meat. 

Indeed the chastity the enjoyment of the charm s/he/it is, the uninjured beauty of the saints. 

The chastity the security of the mind, the sanity of the body; 

From where and you will have came gymnastic some of the family- the continuous abstinence to have exercised, lest they were breaking the strength with the desire. 

Luxuriant insomuch as the life quickly weakens the meat, and the broken quickly it leads towards the old age. 

The all receives the error through the repentance the sanity of the wound; 

The maidenhood but if slips, it is renewed in nowise. 

For although displeasing of the favour s/he/it may secure the enjoyment, yet in nowise s/he/it receives the former incorruptibility. 

With the meat not with the mind no chaste prize has in the formal promise. 

From where and with the foolish maidens the saviour in the judgement coming says:

Which rightly about the maidenhood might be glad, if they were taking care not with the others crooked to the needs. 

Which declares bordering himself and is subtracted not from others earthly longings, although the meat may soil not this with the luxury, yet the diverse operation of the mundane familiarity spots. 

The maidens about his/her/their merits boasting with the actors are prepared lowly which have owed to have the glory of the good need with the markets desire as within the conscience. 

Such therefore towards the heavenly promises reach not, because themselves to himself steal the prize through of the maidenhood of the ecstasy the fault. 

Indeed this is in Gospel not to have the maidens into the oil of the vessel, it s/he/it is not to protect within the conscience of the good need the testimony, but in the shape to boast at the men, not in the heart at God. 

The fall of the adultery is removed with the prop of the marriage, and more well it is the wife to lead as through the fire of the desire to die. 

The certain the marital glory not on behalf of the requiring-to-be-begat daughters are delighted, but this on behalf of the unruly meat and with the lustful habit they desire, and thus badly they use the good. 

The bad faults through himself are, truly the marriages and indeed the powers through himself the good are, truly through them which around them they are bad they arise. 

Indeed the bad marriages through it are through which the apostle s/he/it says: 

Which but with the wife is, s/he/it thinks which are of the universe; 

[etpropter] the fornication each one may have his/her/their wife. 

Thus and the powers through the ecstasy, through the force, through of the justice likewise the collusion, the bad arise. 

Indeed the marriages harm, harm and the powers, but through it which with them nearly is placed, not through himself, with the example of the right journey, near which the spines are born, rising which out of the side harm to them which with the right journey walk.

About the enthusiasm. 

Not to be able to undertake some the spiritual wars, unless earlier the meat has tamed completely the enthusiasms. 

Not towards observing God the mind free s/he/it is able to be, which with the longings of this universe and gapes with the enthusiasms. 

Nor indeed the deeps the eye s/he/it will be able to observe which the dust s/he/it closes. 

With the all error is the more bad greed and the love of the money. 

From where and through David s/he/it is said: 

The nothing more infamous s/he/it is as with bitterness the money; 

Indeed this makes his/her/their for sale soul, because s/he/it has abandoned in his/her/their life the inmost his/her/their. 

The enthusiasm of the all indictments the matter s/he/it is. 

From where and the apostle has said: 

The root of the all evils s/he/it is the enthusiasm, the certain avaricious have erred which from the faith. 

If therefore the root of the indictments is cut down, not the other shoots of the errors sprout. 

The much with the cause of the earthly enthusiasm also have reported him/her/itself faith. 

Indeed the enthusiasm has sold Christ. 

For and only in with the most foreign things the longing is, as also they may fear not the homicide to carry through, so as [Achab] which with desiring of his/her/their enthusiasm of the blood has filled the outpouring. 

Often the which evils of the enemy covet, and they overtake, they may be punished inasmuch about the execution of the bad longing more strongly. 

Chosen but God dismisses not to go his/her/their into completion of the bad longings, but he turns of them into the pain the mind, on behalf of it because in the age badly they desire, in order that with this trial they become reasonable again to be returned towards God, they have gone which with these with the mind. 

Propitious God therefore to himself of the enemy, which temporarily s/he/it covets s/he/it is relinquished not to fulfil. 

Separately but with the judgement of God to happen in order that more hard these die the enthusiasm of which the execution at once s/he/it follows of the act. 

At no time the enthusiasm knows to be satisfied.

Weak we are born in this life, weak soon receding from the life.

To which rightly through the prophet s/he/it is said: 

Alas which you connect the house towards the house, and you connect all the way the field towards the field towards the boundary of the place. 

If further the only you will inhabit in the middle of the land? 

Obviously the such the men the lower region, it is the devil, to snatch towards the destruction, it same the prophet follow-ently announces saying: 

Therefore the shade has made wider his/her/their soul, and his/her/their mouth without the any boundary he has uncovered and the chances of him/it will dismount and high, and towards him/it of the glorious him/it. 

Nor the wonderful which the dying shades with the fires may be cut away, living which small have extinguished the flame of his/her/their enthusiasm. 

Which with the longing of the enthusiasm seethe, they are burned with the blowing of the devilish inspiration. 

Indeed the arrogance kindles the mind of Eve, in order that it was chewing about forbidden wood. 

Hatred kindles the mind [Cain], in order that it was killing the brother. 

S/he/it kindles David of the luxury with the torches, as, through the love of the desire, s/he/it might honour the spectres. 

S/he/it kindles [Achab] with the enthusiasm, in order that the homicide of the greed was attaching. 

With these therefore with the hidden inspirations the devil distorts the hearts of the men with the enthusiasms. 
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42. 

About the throat. 

The first suggestion of the longing of the bread is, to which if it is gone small, the diverse longings of the voracity are pressed together. 

From where and [Danihel]: 

The bread, s/he/it says, of the longing I have consumed not, this is, I have satisfied not the longing of him/it. 

S/he/it is the first matter of the luxury the fullness of the bread. 

From where and the prophet accuses Sodoma about the satiety of the bread saying: 

Has been this unfairness [sodomorum]: 

The arrogance, the fullness the bread and the abundance. 

Obviously the bread [sodomitae] extravagantly accepting, into the basenesses they have descended of the shames, and thence they have merited, with the accompanying arrogance, to be scorched with the heavenly fires, out of which they have held not the manner of the voracity. 

Useful s/he/it is you may be excavated the throat and the longing of the foods. 

Indeed harmful which so as that the mind s/he/it serves to the stomach and to the food, which they are requiring-to-be-destroyed, with the testifying apostle and with the saying: 

God but and this and will destroy this? 

Is to the stomach the most nearest desire, so as with the place, thus with the fault. 

Indeed where the concern of the stomach, there and which of them around the stomach they are most nearest. 

In the rank insomuch as the genital organs of the members to the stomach are joined, and while one out of these extravagantly is rebuilt, the other towards the luxury is caused. 

Not towards the luxury even towards the satiety, but only in order that the body is supported with the courses it has requiring-to-be-used. 

For, as the philosophers discuss, the discovered foods to be in order that they hold the soul, not in order that they spoil. 

Which use the excess to the foods, they feed how much more the stomach, with the so great the more great thought of the mind they strike. 

For Greek they have said the fine-spun feeling not to be able to be begat out of the thick stomach. 

For the excessive fullness of the throat strikes the sharpness of the mind, and the nature makes to grow blunt. 

The fires of the desire of the foods with the poultices grow; 

The body but the abstinence s/he/it breaks which, the trial destroys not. 

From where and three abstinent boys with the flame of Babylonian fire, although s/he/it has touched, s/he/it has scalded not, because without doubt although the fire of the carnal abstinent longings may inflame the minds, it destroys not yet all the way towards the agreement to the longing or to the works. 

The abundance is of which of the courses, of the burning rich man the punishment may stretch, in the shade of which between the fires was being the so great lack, this of the courses it had been the how great plenty. 

Indeed in this with the age to be hungry and s/he/it has been unwilling to be thirsty, therefore thirsting it between the flames has asked the drip to the water nor has merited. 

The carousing vehemently may be proved examining as and the expensive feasts through the prophet, thus that Lord with himself it threatens not this to loosen the unfairness to these which willingly solicit her/it. 

Indeed s/he/it says through Esaia: 

Behold the joy and the gladness have killed the calves and to butcher the rams, the meats have consumed and have drunk the wine; 

If this unfairness with you will be dismissed, while you may die! 

So as the all carnal the enthusiasms with the abstinence are reaped, thus the all souls are destroyed the strengths of the voracity with the fault. 

Thence which s/he/it is and the prince of the cooks s/he/it overturns the walls Jerusalem, because and the stomach, is served from the cooks to which, s/he/it destroys the strengths of the soul. 

Nor indeed to be able to touch some the completion of the strengths, unless the earlier time of the stomach will have tamed completely the gullet. 

The nobody is able to dominate with the other faults, unless the earlier time will have drew tight the gullet of the stomach. 

Nor easily the any breath will be able to expel dirty from it himself, unless through the abstinence of the throat. 

Indeed then the enemies which are overcame except us are from us more strongly, when earlier which within us are the faults are extinguished. 

For in vain the door conducts the war, which within has the danger. 

Not the character of the foods, but the requiring-to-be-bewared enthusiasm of them. 

For with the hedge more carefully prepared without the throats the longing are tasted and often the downcast and cheap with the enthusiasm producing are accepted. 

And thus happens in order that not in the fault of the foods the character is, but is tasted that may be imputed into the which fault with the longing. 

Four the species are of the distinctions in the appetite of the throat, it is, which, when, how much and may be desired how. 

Which, concerns towards the thing him/her/itself which is assailed. 

When, if before the lawful which time s/he/it is assailed. 

Truly how much, towards the excess s/he/it is referred. 

How, towards the impatience of the haste s/he/it is appointed. 

To the man so inconvenient no expeller as the stomach, which fulfils the daily restoration of the hunger with the daily exaction. 

Indeed with the other faults although sometimes we are born, yet sometimes with them we die not; 

With that but and we are born, with that and we die. 

Generally the pleasure feed oning thus under the cloaking of the need creeps, as while it is thought to serve to the need, s/he/it may be served of the pleasure to the longing; 

Nor easily is seen whether which is taken to the throat or to the need may be cut away.

The food the drunkenness, the drink begets the drunkenness. 

The drunkenness but begets of the mind the disturbance, the madness of the heart, the flame of the desire. 

The drunkenness alienates thus the mind, in order that it is where it knows not. 

From where also and the bad s/he/it is perceived not which through the drunkenness s/he/it is entrusted.

The truth s/he/it is which, near the prophet, the fornication and the drunkenness may steal the heart. 

Indeed the fornication, so as David has said, makes a fool of the wise man. 

The drunkenness, captures so as into [Loth] the feelings the account.

Powerful, s/he/it has said, which are angry the wine may drink not, lest when they will have drunk they forget the prudence.

These may hear the opposite saying himself prophet:

With the much wine devoted and voluptuously saying thus s/he/it has proved the living Esaias: 

Alas which you rise in the morning towards the requiring-to-be-pursued drunkenness and all the way towards the requiring-to-be-drunk evening, in order that with the wine you boil. 

About the such and with the other place s/he/it is said: 

Alas to you the community whose king s/he/it is the youthful, and the princes of which in the morning will consume. 

Indeed from the underworld all the way about lain of the much sun to the drunkenness and to the throat to the pleasures serve nor understand why the sons are; 

But with the proper habit of the retention, the luxuries only with the whole day and with the courses take care. 

The prophet to these s/he/it proclaims [Iohel] which to the drunkenness serve, saying: 

You awake drunk and you cry!, and you howl! the all which you drink the wine into the sweetness. 

With which testimony the all which you drink the wine s/he/it has said not [tantumflete], in order that they have drunk entirely it is permitted not, but s/he/it has added into the sweetness, which towards the delightful concerns and the wasteful outpouring. 

For s/he/it is how much enough to the need, the apostle teaches well with Timotheus to drink, saying: 

With the moderate wine to use. 

Not only out of the wine the men are intoxicated, but also out of the other species drinking, which with the different manner are made. 

From where and with Nazarenes, which were sanctifying himself with Lord, the teaching is the wine and the strong drink not to drink. 

And indeed the whichever overturn the position of the mind, and they make drunk; 

The luxury likewise of the meat and the whichever evenly beget. 

The certain bordering, they produce so as the bread with the weight, thus and they accept the water with the measure, asserting towards the chastity of the meat also the abstinence of the water to convene.

Thus insomuch as [Danihel], with the showing angel, s/he/it has merited to recognise the guaranties of the mysteries. 

Indeed this the strength and the manifestations of the angels and s/he/it has showed the annunciations of them. 

The strong hungers the darts are facing the trials of the demons. 

Indeed quickly through the abstinence they are subdued. 

From where also Lord and our saviour of them met with the hungers and with the speeches s/he/it forewarns to overcome saying: 

This specie is expelled not unless through the speech and the hunger. 

Indeed the dirty the breaths more inject where there himself more will have seen the food and the drink.

The saints, they wear [quandiu] in the life of this age, they carry with the longing of the heavenly dew his/her/their dry body. 

From where and the psalm: 

S/he/it has been thirsty, s/he/it says, in you with my soul as increasingly and my meat. 

Indeed the meat is thirsty then God, it withholds and it withers when through the hunger.

With the abstinence and s/he/it makes live and s/he/it kills; 

S/he/it makes live the soul, the body kills. 

Often the abstinence deceitfully is conducted, the hungers through the hypocrisy are exercised. 

Indeed the certain the wonderful fasting his/her/their body tear, banishing, so as Gospel has said, his/her/their shapes in order that fasting they appear with the men. 

With the mouth insomuch as they blanch, with the body they are chafed, the high deep breaths of the heart lead, they deliver before the death likewise with the deadly himself with the punishments, and only the exercise of the poor effort not on behalf of the love of God, but on behalf of the grounds of the human praise with the wonder pursue. 

The certain incredibly withhold, in order that with the careful men the saints appear; 

But this the good of the abstinence with the such s/he/it is not the strength requiring-to-be-imputed but of the vines, because the good badly use. 

The hunger and the alms in hidden himself they love, in order that it weighs the only God which it examines in all respects the merit of the good needs. 

For which they under the people's manifestation make by no means from God are justified, because, near the evangelical conversation, they have received his/her/their pay from the men. 

The hungers with the good needs with God are acceptable. 

Which but withhold to the foods and conduct crookedly, the demons imitate, with which the food is not, and the wickedness is always. 

Indeed that well withholds to the foods, which and from the acts of the wickedness, and fasts with the ambitions ah of the universe. 

Which with the eagerness of the imprecation not the abstinences vowed from the foods of the meats hang up himself, these rather they have requiring-to-be-cursed, because they repulse the permitted creation of God with the human uses. 

Indeed the nothing with the faithful daubing, and the nothing to be dirty s/he/it is judged, with confirming Paul with the apostle: 

The all clean with the universes: 

You contaminate but and with the treacherous, the nothing clean s/he/it is, but they are soiled of them and the mind and the conscience. 

Is scorned the which hunger in the filling-up of the evenings of the foods is rebuilt. 

Nor indeed is requiring-to-be-imputed abstinence, where will have have+ed the pursued fullness of the stomach. 

Is scorned the which hunger in the pleasures of the evenings is balanced, with the saying Esaia with the prophet: 

Behold in the day of your hunger the pleasure is discovered. 

Indeed the pleasure the favourites are understood. 

Indeed so as the repetition of the debt and the lawsuits, and the stretching, and the beating, thus and the favourites are rejected from the prophet in the hunger. 

Indeed with the whole day chews over again the courses in the thinking which towards requiring-to-be-filled throat with the evening to himself prepares the pleasures. 

Is not requiring-to-be-summoned unlimited abstinence of the body, not, while further the meat with the weight of the fasting hesitates, nor the bad may conduct afterwards, nor s/he/it may begin to make well, and which is adjudged in order that misses using of the evil, likewise and the duty of the good, while may ruin the more is pressed. 

Therefore with the seeing the concerned meat has requiring-to-be-guided matter, of course lest or it may be extinguished entirely, or s/he/it may be loosened extravagantly. 

With the weakness the excessive meat prevailing, towards the completion the nobody is able to reach, for although the each may have the love of the inviolability, farewells yet to perform not the merit of the need, attempts to serve with the straining of which of the heart. 

The excessive weakness of the body also breaks the strengths of the soul, of the mind likewise the nature to wither makes, nor any through the weakness of the good to complete farewells. 

" Not which exceedingly," for whatever with the manner and with the right proportion happens, the salvation is; 

Whatever but exceedingly and beyond the manner is, destructive happens and his/her/their eagerness into the opposite has turned. 

In therefore the all need s/he/it ought to have the manner and the right proportion. 

For the all which s/he/it passes s/he/it is dangerous, so as the which water if presents the excessive rains, it summons not the only used nobody, but also the danger presents.
