Us even the foreign arrangement and the teaching from Parthians desired may teach: 

Which are accustomed with the catamites, not with the spouses, to enter the feasts, as these and into the common people to be revealed and to frisk likewise, those not unless hidden of the house the roof becomes to protect the decency. 

Or I may think requiring-to-be-revealed philosophy with rhetorical which to come the skill and the people's declaration s/he/it has reddened? 

Indeed Greek which first speaker the free words earlier under the numbers to go s/he/it has collected Isocrats, when was being begged in the feast from the companions that some into the middle about the spring of his/her/their eloquence was advancing, this favour begged s/he/it has. 

Present which, [pinquit], the place and s/he/it expels the time I understand not: 

Which I understand neither I place with the present circumstance are suitable nor to the time. 

Towards these Eustathius: 

I approve, O Symmachus, your intention where the philosophy with her/it most great which you think with the observation you adore, in order that only within his/her/their [penetral] you value adorable: 

But if near this from the feasts s/he/it will be banished, at a distance hence may do and the nurselings of him/it, I say the honour and the restraint, nor less with the sobriety the responsibility. 

Indeed which of these I might have said less to be venerable? 

Thus happens as from of this sort the meetings the banished the chorus of the such wives the freedom of the feasts with the only catamites, it is with the faults and with the indictments, s/he/it may adjudge. 

But may be away as the philosophy, which in his/her/their schools anxiously hauls about convivial duties, s/he/it may dread themselves feasts: 

As may be able not with the things to assert which is accustomed to teach with the words, or may know not to protect the manner of which in to the human life the all acts the boundaries him/her/itself places. 

Nor indeed thus towards the tables I invite the philosophy, in order that not him/her/itself guides himself, the teaching is of which the moderation of the all things to teach. 

As therefore between you and Uettium just as with the judge- [piudicatione] I will compare, indeed I uncover of the philosophy of the dining couches you might be, but I promise thus soon concerning, lest the measure with the night to himself and s/he/it may pass with his/her/their followers of the management. 

Then Furius: 

Because single you, O Eustathuses, s/he/it has said, of the followers to the philosophy our age has brought, you may be begged in order that as you give the manner of the management to that banqueteer to us him/her/itself you reveal. 

And Eustathius: 

The first this her/it I know soon protecting, in order that s/he/it values with him\her\it the natures of the present guests: 

And if more skilled even the lovers his/her/their in the society of the feast s/he/it will have discovered, s/he/it will suffer to be stirred the conversation about himself: 

Because, just as the little dumb letters scattered between the much vocal into the society of the voice easily become tame, thus more rare unskilled joyful with the sharing of the skilled or they resound, if which are able, or they are captured with hearing of the such things. 

If truly from the arrangement the more teachings of this other's property are, with the aware, more little which will concern, s/he/it will confirm the dissimulation of his/her/their, and s/he/it will suffer the more friendly talkativeness with the more great part to unite, lest the rare nobility from more turbulent folk is disturbed. 

And this one s/he/it is about the strengths of the philosophy, because, when the speaker not otherwise unless is approved begging, the philosopher not less on behalf of the requiring-to-be-been silent requiring-to-be-spoken time philosophises which. 

Thus therefore the more learned few which will aid into the agreement of the undeveloped sharing well and will transport within himself with the resting judicial enquiry of the truth, in order that the suspicion of the all disagreement does. 

Nor wonderful if learned s/he/it will make which formerly Pisistratus of Athenas the tyrant s/he/it has made: 

Which with his/her/their daughters the ruled giving the deliberation not assented to s/he/it might have maintained and s/he/it might be therefore in the enmity with the children, where this has learned with the rivals the cause to have been of the joy out of that disagreement expecting [pin] with the house reigning to be able to be born the newness, s/he/it has said indeed with the universe of the countrymen assembled to have been angry himself with the daughters not reposing to the paternal will, but this to father's himself afterwards seen more closely to be to the responsibility, in order that into the opinion of the free him/her/itself was relinquishing: 

Therefore the community might know the agreeing shoot of the king with the father. 

With this invention s/he/it has removed the hope with the lying in ambush of the reigning to the quiet. 

Thus in the all specie of the life and especially in convivial all gladness which s/he/it is seen harsh into one concurrence to be spoken the well harmlessness reducing s/he/it is. 

Thus with Agathonas the feast, because Socrates has had Phaedruses Pausanias and Erysimachuses, has given thus those muds as Callias with the most learned, I say Charmada, [Antisthenen] and [Hermogenen] and you may imitate other with these, the no word unless has perceived the philosopher. 

But truly with the table of Alcinous or of Dido, as if suitable with the only pleasures, this has had Iopa with that Polyphemus with the cithara grey: 

Nor dancers men were lacking at Alcinous, and at Dido Bitias thus the drinking wine [put] whole himself with the superfluous outpouring of him/it might purify. 

Surely, if which either between Phaeacas or might have mixed at Carthaginian conversations about the prudence destroyed with the convivial stories, and might ruin the suitable gratitude with those meetings and might move in himself the laughter clearly the justice? 

Therefore the first observation of him/it will be to value the guests. 

Then, where to himself the place will have seen to suffer, it will speak not about separate themselves between the drinks of his/her/their depth, nor the knotty and anxious but indeed the useful s/he/it will move the easy questionings.

For if, as to admit necessary s/he/it is, in the all agreement either be silenting is or requiring-to-be-spoken, we may ask, is it not that the silence with the feasts or and the suitable conversation may convene. 

For if, so as at Attic Athenas being silent Areopagitas judge, thus between the courses she ought always [psileri], s/he/it is not beyond asking, between the tables philosophising may be or not. 

If truly will be not the dumb feasts, why, where the conversation is relinquished, the distinguished conversation is hindered, especially when not less how the sweetness of the wine gladden the words the feast? 

For, if you scrutinise more high the hidden discretion of Homer, that blandishment has mixed which with Helena with the wine, 
…
, Not the herb has been, not out of India the juice, but the which convenience has turned the forgetful host of the requiring-to-be-told grief towards the joy. 

Indeed s/he/it was telling the splendid deeds of Ulysses with the present son: 

…

Therefore the father's glory and the apiece facts of him/it s/he/it has made strong saying the more eager mind of the son, and thus is believed against the mourning with the wine the remedy to have mixed. 

Which with this, you say, towards the philosophy? 

Indeed the nothing so the relation the prudences as with the places and with the times to adapt the conversations of the persons which will aid with the valuation into the middle called. 

Indeed other the referred have enraged the examples of the strengths, other of the kindnesses, several the restraints, such as might go for sale which otherwise were conducting often you hear [ptalibus] towards the correction. 

Thus but with the faults entangled, if and this in the feasts s/he/it will have expelled the rank speaking, the philosophy not will hit perceiving, as Book the father with Bacchic wand it hits through the turn-ing to the surrounded ivy with the hidden sword, because he will declare in the feast not thus the censor that he chastises openly the faults: 

Moreover with these liable they will fight back, and will be the such commotion of the feast, in order that under kind of the of this invitation they are seen with the proclamation: 

Which remains, well with the borne the bodies things with Procurat the happy men and you expect! the battle of the preparation, or, as Homer the more short and more distinct has said, 500?

Therefore if the convenience of the necessary blame has escaped, it will depart thus from the philosopher, such as the hidden and effective s/he/it may be. 

Wonderful which, if the wise man will hit, as I have said, not perceiving, when s/he/it blames sometimes thus, in order that blamed s/he/it is gladdened, nor only with his/her/their stories but s/he/it will show to the interrogations likewise the strength of the philosophy the nothing silly speaking? 

This therefore the distinguished nobody the act or the place, the no meeting may remove, which it adapts thus himself that everywhere thus the connection it appears as to be away that the sin it will have been.

To me you will have seen to induce two the new teachings asking even also blaming, in order that the eagerness on both sides with these towards which the conversation s/he/it is caused s/he/it is, when the pain follows always the blame even just:

The first, Eustathius has said, you may hold this I wish, not about her/it me with the blame to have said which has the appearance of the accusation, but which is of the blame the image. 

This of Greek St? 

Ah they call, indeed not less with bitterness as the accusation, if is advanced unsuitably: 

But from the wise man thus s/he/it will be advanced in order that with the each sweetness s/he/it misses not. 

And in order that earlier to you about the interrogation I answer, which s/he/it is willing to be the beautiful adviser she/it s/he/it asks which are with the asked easy with answering, and which knows that with the attentive exercise to have learned. 

Indeed is glad whichsoever is challenged towards his/her/their requiring-to-be-advanced education into the middle, because the nobody s/he/it is willing with the side which s/he/it has learned, especially if the domestic knowledge has asked which with the effort with the few to that and with the most unknown may be, as about the astronomy or the logic and with the other comparisons. 

Indeed then they are seen the enjoyment of the following effort, when gain the opportunity publishing which had learned without the mark of the exhibition, which s/he/it will card which s/he/it heaps not but s/he/it is invited in order that s/he/it advances. 

Against of the great bitterness s/he/it is, if personally the much you ask some because not the rich knowledge has asked. 

Indeed s/he/it is collected or to deny himself to know, which limit the shames think the forfeiture, or they have answered rashly and with the casual himself to the outcome the true or wrong to entrust, from where often the treason of the ignorance is born: 

And the all this the misfortune of his/her/their decency imputes with the consulting. 

Nor not and which have attended the seas and the lands are glad, when they are asked about the unknown with the much even with the situation or with the bending of the lands of the sea, and divide to the manner to the words to the manner to the ray willingly you desire! the places answer, will have seen with the eyes of the other to upbraid glorious the thinking which themselves. 

Which the leaders or the soldiers? 

As strongly from made himself always [dicturiunt], and yet the insolences with the fear are silent? 

Surely these, if that are invited these refer, the pay to himself of the effort they value paid, the thinking between the willing to tell which will have made the recompense?

You beware! you may ask, lest you are seen to upbraid. 

That often, if you are able, towards telling you challenge!, which read alouding so as to win favour is removed, even which freely and has completed happily the embassy, even which from the emperor courteously and conversationally undertaken is, even if occupied which the whole nearly with the division from the pirates or with the nature or with the strengths only has evaded, because satisfies hardly the longing of the speaking of the such things even the long narrative.

Nor indeed about the one thing or s/he/it requires the others, but the one-each happy and s/he/it seeks out the memorials of the more ahead strengths and s/he/it hears, and captured Euander with the nice consultations as much s/he/it will have told.

, Which accusation is, are by another way two at Greeks names? 

500? 

Ah and St? 

Ah, with which nor I discover the Latin designations, unless perhaps [pdicas] [leodoriam] the reproaching to be and the straight indignity: 

Indeed the taunt nearly I might have said the formed bite, because it is covered often with the fraud or with the sophistication, in order that the other will speak other you understand. 

Nor yet always towards the bitterness s/he/it goes on, but sometimes with these into which is thrown and the sweet drink is. 

Which specie especially even wise even previously urbane exercises, especially between the tables and the drinks, where is towards the irascibility the easy challenge.

Unless you narrow! we were sitting, the taunt has been in 100. 

Caesar, which into the senate everywhere s/he/it was admitting so much that were being able to capture not them fourteen steps. 

Therefore with the such specie, fertile which of the indignity s/he/it is, withholding with the wise man always, in the other feasts s/he/it is. 

Are the others crude taunts less, as if to the from-toothed beast the bites, as into the consul Tullius which only with the single day has completed the consulship: 

They are accustomed, s/he/it says, to be the priests day-al: 

With the manner we have the day-al consuls, and into same: 

Is the most watchful our consul, which in his/her/their consulship has seen not the sleep, to him/it and the same to the reproaching himself which towards him/it might have came not the consul: 

I was coming, s/he/it says, but the night has caught firmly me. 

These and the such are more which of the sophistication less of the bitterness have, as are and those about the some of the body with the faults either little or the nothing begetting of the pain, as if into the baldness of the any [pdicas], even into the nose or the curved erection or Socratic lowering. 

Indeed these are how much of the more small misfortune, with the so great of the more trivial pain. 

Against the wheel-tracks of the eyes not without the arousing of the excitement s/he/it is upbraided: 

Obviously Antigonus king Chian Theocritum, about which had sworn which to him/it was being soon forbearing, the saying has killed near the taunt from same about himself. 

When indeed as if requiring-to-be-punished towards Antigonus s/he/it was being snatched, with the solacing him/it friends and the hope with the promising which with the all manner the mercy of the king might have soon testing, when s/he/it had came towards the eyes of him/it, s/he/it has answered:

Are to you the pleasing courtesans, because you have enriched them with the incessant abundance, each knowing with these sayings they will be delighted his/her/their conscience not to be burdened. 

So as against are which expel under the appearance of the praise, so as with the little row of the division. 

For if with the most timid I will have said: 

With Achilles or with Hercules you are requiring-to-be-prepared, or with the man of the famous unfairness: 

I place in command you in the justice of Aristidus, without the doubt the words the praise speaking towards the mark of the blame [psuae] the each s/he/it is soon drawing. 

Same the taunts are able to bite them same to the manner to help to the manner on behalf of the difference of the present persons. 

Indeed which are, if personally the friends they are upbraided with us, willingly we may be able to hear: 

With the wife with the truth or with the parents or with the present instructresses into some taunt we are unwilling to be said, unless the strong such it is because the appraisal of those willingly it may take, as if which it ridicules young personally the parents or with the teachers which it is able to be mad with the incessant watches and with the nocturnal readings, or with the wife foolishly s/he/it may make the which present circumstance the wifely himself presenting nor the any elegance selecting of the forms. 

Indeed these and are said into which and present with the cheerfulness overspread. 

Entrusts the taunt and the agreement of the saying, if into same the cause is: 

As if the poor man ridicules other about the poverty, if secretly be borning of the birth secretly. 

For Tarseus Amphias when out of the gardener powerful was being and might have said into the degenerate friend as if [pnonnulla], he has exposed soon: 

But and we about same seed-germs we are, and equally s/he/it has made the all farm-workers. 

Truly those are said the straight taunts gladness him/it into which pour in, if the strong man [uitupere] as if wasteful of his/her/their health and on behalf of the others to the custom willing, or if you have upbraided with the honourable which pours less his/her/their things to others requiring-to-be-consulted himself as. 

Thus and Diogenes [Antisthenen] Cynicum, his/her/their teacher, was being accustomed to recommend just as blaming. 

Him/her/itself with me, was saying, s/he/it has made out of the rich man the beggar and s/he/it has made to inhabit on behalf of the great house in the earthenware vessel. 

More well but that was saying which if was saying: 

Pleasing to that I am, because him/her/itself philosophical me and has made the man of the complete strength. 

Therefore, when one name of the taunt is, in him/it the diverse executions are held. 

Therefore at Lacedaemoniuses between to the exact life the other customs this likewise the specie of the exercise from Lycurgus s/he/it is built, as the young men and the taunts without the bite to say and from the others in [seiauascript]: 

[uoid] the sayings might learn to endure fully: 

And if which into the indignation on account of the such saying of them had collapsed, more beyond to him/it into the other to say s/he/it was being permitted not. 

When therefore you see, O my Auienus (indeed is the requiring-to-be-built your youth, which thus is docile that requiring-to-be-learned anticipates,) when you see, I say, [panceps] to be the all specie of the taunts, I urge in the feasts in which to the gladness the anger lies in ambush, from of this kind said you may do and more even you may display the convivial questionings even him/her/itself you may unloose. 

Which stage-like specie the ancients thus have thought not, such as Aristotle about themselves with some he will have enrolled and Plutarchus and your Apuleius, nor scorning may be, which so many has merited the concern of the philosophising.

If with me, Disarius has said, some out of the folk of the unskilled about this questioning might have consulted, because the plebeian natures more with the examples as with the account are captured, to have admonished that I might be content of the arrangement of the sheep:

Perhaps I might have made more attentive that with the one example, in order that no s/he/it was examining ever to have been around the concerns of the doctors becoming sick so of the bold heedlessness as with the having fever different and not s/he/it might give the single food. 

So far is agreed as with distributing is uniform easy food, as to him/it, s/he/it is even with the fragile nature, s/he/it may provide. 

Nor the third s/he/it might have lacked the example, thus to be the requiring-to-be-avoided variety of the foods as the different wines are accustomed to be avoided.

With the all with the tried discussion of Disarius Symmachus has exposed: 

As the observed s/he/it is the whole account as about the porousness of the feminine drunkenness Disarius s/he/it is discovered, thus one from him/it is omitted, with the excessive cold which in the body of them s/he/it is to slacken the drunk wine, and thus to be weakened, in order that is able which of the strength of him/it has slackened the no heat, about which the drunkenness is born, to cause. 

Towards these Horus: 

Truly you, O Symmachus, in vain you suppose of the women to be the cold nature, more warm which [pego] with the manly, if to willing you s/he/it will be, easily I will approve. 

The natural moisture in the body, when the age crosses the childhood, more hard happens and is whetted into the maniples. 

Therefore then and the manpowers and the cheeks and the others parts of the body are clothed. 

But in the feminine body the lack of the javelins happens this moisture with the drying heat, and therefore in the body of this sex the attendant the brilliance and the levity it remains. 

Is and this in those of the signs of the heat, with the abundance of the blood, with the nature whose heat is: 

Which lest burns the body, if s/he/it occupies, s/he/it is subtracted with the thick purification. 

Which therefore may say cold, the nobody is able to deny full which of the heat, which of the blood they are full? 

Then, although requiring-to-be-burned the bodies of the dead persons the use with our world is no, yet the reading it teaches with that time with which fire to be given the honour to the corpses it was being had, it had came if ever with using, in order that the more the bodies likewise were being roused, to have been the usual attendants of the burials of the men with the tenth bodies to add the one-each feminine: 

And with helping of the one, as if with the nature of the flame coloured veil and therefore quickly of the burning, for the rest they were blazing. 

Thus nor with the ancients the unknown heat of the women was being had. 

Nor I will be silent this, which, when the heat always the cause of the generation s/he/it is, the suitable women therefore happen more quickly which of the boy towards begetting, which are warm further. 

For and after the public laws the twelfth year in the woman and the fourth tenth in the boy s/he/it defines the age of the puberty.

For because with the javelins, as the men, they are blockaded not, the lack is of the heat. 

Indeed the heat s/he/it is which s/he/it procreates the maniples, from where and with the eunuches they lack, the nobody will have denied the more cold nature of which with the men: 

But and in human body those the parts especially are clothed, with which further it belongs of the heat. 

Trivial but is the body of the women as if with the natural cold thickened: 

Indeed thickness accompanies the cold, the levity the thickness. 

Because truly often they are purged, not of the much but the evidence is of the full of vice moisture. 

Indeed disordered is and the raw which is carried out, and as if the weak part disappears, nor it has the seat, but the nature as if harmful and more cold is beaten. 

Which especially is approved, because with the women, when they are purged, also s/he/it touches to be cold: 

From where is understood to be the cold which disappears, and therefore in the alive body not to remain as if with the lack of the heat extinguishing. 

S/he/it was helping feminine which body the burning men, not of the heat s/he/it was being but of the fat meat and with the oil of the more like, which not in those might touch out of the heat. 

Which quickly they are admonished of the generation, not of the excessive heat but of the more fragile nature s/he/it is: 

As the small fruits more quickly become ripe, oaken more late.

Indeed with the comparisons the comparisons are glad. 

Therefore not the body of them the cold s/he/it dreads s/he/it makes the habit the natures which have chosen more cold. 

But about these the one-each, as they wish, they may judge. 

Truly towards the fate I come consulting, and because with knowing I value the worth, from same Disarius I ask and to friendly me all the way towards the excessive disposition and when in the other then in these most well with the learned. 

Recently in Tusculan with my I have been, when the vintage- enjoyments on behalf of the annual solemnity were being gathered. 

To see with the peasants the promiscuous slaves to drink even about the distinct even about flowing free will the unfermented grape juice was being, nor yet with the drunkenness to be captured. 

Because in those especially I was admiring, I was knowing which to be driven towards the insanity with the small wine. 

I ask, which account about the unfermented grape juice the drunkenness either may make to happen slow or no? 

Towards these Disarius: 

The all which sweet drink satisfies is quickly, nor it holds the lasting faith of his/her/their longing, but into the place of the satiety the shivering climbs. 

In the unfermented grape juice but the only sweetness is, the no charm. 

For the wine when in the infancy is, the sweet drink, when reaches physical maturity, more kindly as the sweet drink is. 

To be but the distance of these of the two things surely Homer the witness s/he/it is, which has said:

Out of? 

Ah? 

500? 

Indeed sweet drink and the agreeable wine s/he/it has called the honey. 

The unfermented grape juice therefore when and not yet kindly is, but only the sweet drink, suffers not with the certain shivering only [psumi] about himself how much provides to the drunkenness. 

I add other, with the natural account to the drunkenness the sweetness to fight back, so far that them the healing which all the way towards the danger are stretched with the most wine collect with the ploughshare: 

And after the vomit against the smoke of the wine which s/he/it has remained the bread offer with the honey smeared over in the blood-vessels, and thus the sweetness has defended the man from the evil of the drunkenness. 

Therefore s/he/it intoxicates not the unfermented grape juice in which s/he/it is the only sweetness. 

But and this about the suitable account has dismounted, which unfermented grape juice is the heavy, and the blowing and with the mixture and with his/her/their weight of the water quickly in the intestines falls down and emanates, nor it remains in liable places to the drunkenness:

Indeed the levity makes which soon rubbing has pre-checked in order that has discovered swims in which in the middle of the stomach with the wet food, nor may adhere with the skin of the stomach about the heat of which the enumeration is advanced. 

Thus and soon Tritus and forming when into the water s/he/it is concluded, s/he/it swims. 

Out of which he/it same s/he/it is understood making in the moisture of the stomach s/he/it transfers himself of the enumeration to the need and so late s\he\it s/he/it is cooked as more slow which with the steam of the water are made which with the fire are loosened. 

Then, while more vehemently s/he/it is rubbed, to him/it the much blowing is wrapped, which the earlier time in the stomach it is requiring-to-be-destroyed, in order that is made then at last which has remained about the meat now free.

Which if undertakes the suitable matter, s/he/it meets freely and s/he/it destroys quickly her/it in the strife, s/he/it disregards trivial to the manner as hidden, s/he/it has turned with the manner into the ash rather as into the juice: 

As the huge oaks into the shining crumbs of the charcoals with the fire are turned, the chaffs if have chopped into the fire, soon the ground about them remains to be seen the ash. 

You have and this dissonant example not, because the more powerful millstone shatters the more great grains, the whole that which are more small it transmits: 

With the excessive wind the fir tree or the oak is wrested, the storm breaks the panpipe with the easy nobody. 

Whenever delighted Furius of the describing with the nature might wish to ask the more, with Caecian himself Albinus has upbraided: 

To me likewise the longing s/he/it is [paulipser] with of the toil so requiring-to-be-had Disariuses the eloquent education. 

You say!, I beg with you, which makes with the cause, as with the mustard and the pepper, if the adjectives will have been with the skin, may cause the wound and the places may pierce, truly devoured of the stomach to the body they may inflict the no attack? 

And Disarius: 

The appearance, has said, and sharp and they are placed the top to the warm which they aggravate, because with the whole his/her/their strength without the mixture of the one thing they use towards the hurt: 

But if into the stomach received they are, the strength of them of the stomach-al moisture with the flood is loosened, which happen more diluted: 

Then earlier they are turned into the juice of the stomach with the heat as in order that whole they are able to harm. 

Caecina has exposed: 

While about the heat we speak, I am admonished worthy of the thing [pquam] always with asking I have thought, why in Egypt, which of the others areas is most warm, the wine not the hot water but, nearly I might have said, may be born with the cold strength? 

Towards this Disarius: 

With using to you, O Albinus, the ascertained fact s/he/it is the waters which are drunk even about the high wells even about the springs to smoke with the winter, with the summer to slacken. 

Which s/he/it happens not by another way about the cause unless which with the money which with us s/he/it is surrounded near the account of the time being warm the cold s/he/it is submerged in most deep of the lands and the waters s/he/it dyes in the most deep of which the bubbling spring s/he/it is: 

And against, when the air prefers the winter, the heat in more below submerging the waters in the most deep being born gives the steam. 

Which therefore everywhere is alternated with the variety of the time, this is in Egypt always, whose air always is in the heat. 

Indeed most deep the desiring fault to the roots is wrapped the cold and gives the such character with the juice thence being born. 

Therefore the wines of the warm area with the heat have missed. 

Our handling, Albinus has said, the one-times the entry departs the heat not with the easy other.

You desire! with the resting custom, about which with the little row we have said, always the newness increases the feeling of the heat. 

Why therefore, Albinus has said, is moved with the summer with the warm air the breeze, not the heat but the cold obtains? 

Indeed same with the account and might must to increase of the movement in this the heat. 

Not same account, Disarius says, in to the water and to the darnels the heat. 

Indeed that is of the more solid body, and the thick matter when is moved, it enters with the whole his/her/their strength it is applied the top to which, the air with moving into the wind s/he/it is loosened and with himself the made with stirring the more clear blowing s/he/it is effected: 

Again as that was being of the blowing withdraws surrounded which with us: 

Was being but around us the heat: 

Therefore through the blowing with the remote heat s/he/it remains in order that the foreigner thought of the cold s/he/it excels the movement.

Euangelus interrupts the going on consultation and: 

I will exercise, s/he/it says, our Disarium, if yet with the small his/her/their those and will satisfy with the consulting with the causing dew answerings. 

You say!, Disaruses, why which turn thus himself that are revolved often into the circle and the gyration of the head and suffer of the eyes the darkness, at last, if they have persisted, they destroy, when the other nobody moved heaps this of the body the need? 

Towards these Disarius: 

Seven, s/he/it says, the corporeal movements are: 

Either indeed s/he/it approaches [priorsum] or back s/he/it recedes either into the right hand or the left hand s/he/it is separated or up s/he/it advances or downwards or [orbiculatim] s/he/it is revolved. 

Out of these seven movements one only [pin] with the divine bodies is discovered, I say globe-al, where the sky is moved, with which the stars, with other which the elements are moved. 

With the earthly animals those six especially are domestic, but sometimes is summoned and the seventh. 

But six those as straight thus and harmless, the seventh, it s/he/it is which s/he/it effects the circles, frequently with turning disturbs and to the moistures of the head wraps the which breathing-passage attends the soul with the brain as if the all feelings of the body steering. 

This s/he/it is but the breathing-passage which soliciting the brain with the apiece feelings s/he/it excels his/her/their strength, this it is which it presents with the sinews and with the little mice of the body the strength. 

Therefore with the gyration disturbing and likewise with the agile moistures becomes faint suppressing and his/her/their office will have abandoned. 

Thence are ravaged into the circles which the more blunt hearing s/he/it happens with these, the more obscure look. 

At last with the sinews and with the little mice from it the no strength as if failing with the accepting the whole body, which with them is supported and is raised into the oak, the desert now [fulcimentis] with his/her/their slips into the fall.

And shining Disarius: 

The nets with which complicated me you hold exceedingly are rare, exceedingly wide-spreading: 

Behold with me, O Euangelus, without the pressure thence you will see removing. 

The need s/he/it is of the nature in order that the feeling or the excess the dry lands or the excess moist capture not. 

The bones the teeth with the nails and with the hairs with the excessive dryness thus thickened are that penetrable are not to the execution the souls which the thought s/he/it attends: 

The fat the marrow and the brain thus in the moisture and with the softness are that s/he/it holds not same execution souls which the dryness that s/he/it receives not the softness with that. 

Therefore so with the lacking nails with the bones and with the hairs as to the fat with the marrows and with the brain the feeling has been able to belong not. 

And so as the division of the hairs the nothing of the pain heaps, thus, if is cut even the tooth or the mouth or the fat or the brain or the marrow, the all feeling of the pain will be away. 

But we see, you will say, with the windlasses to be affected with which the bones pursue, to be turned the men and with the pain of the teeth. 

This truth may deny to be with which? 

But, in order that the mouth is cut, the fat which it is imposed to the bone tormented, while it suffers the division, s/he/it imports: 

Which when the hand of the doctor has crossed, has the mouth now with the marrow holds which the like freedom from pain of the division of the hairs. 

And when the pain is of the teeth, not the mouth is of the tooth in the feeling, but the which meat holds the tooth. 

For and the how great nail except the meat emerging s/he/it goes on without the feeling s/he/it is cut: 

Which to the meat adheres now makes, if s/he/it will follow, the pain not with his/her/their but with the body of his/her/their seat. 

So as the hair, while more above is cut, s/he/it knows not the pain:

[efrgo] if the dignity of the divine bodies disdains the feeling as if suitable with the unowned estates, much more the soul is more great of the greatness as in order that with perceiving needs. 

As but the man s/he/it may be agreed and the alive animal s/he/it may be the soul s/he/it is better, which illuminates the body. 

With the requiring-to-be-worn leek s/he/it illuminates, and the lodging is of him/it in the brain. 

Indeed with Sphaeralas the nature and towards us about the deep coming the part in the man and high and s/he/it has held globe-al and which with perceiving s/he/it may miss, which is not necessary of the soul. 

But because the relative is with the animal, the breathing-passage about his/her/their executions places in the hollows of the brain: 

The nature this of which breathing-passage s/he/it is as the feeling and s/he/it may heap and s/he/it may steer. 

About these therefore with the hollows which the stomaches of the brain are born of the sinews seven St our the antiquity s/he/it has called?

Of the sinews we call, when the double sinews equally escape and abandon into the reliable place. 

Seven therefore of the sinews St? 

Ah? 

About of the brain [puentre] being born they satisfy the turn of the tubes, the breathing-passage [sensificum] towards his/her/their each places with the natural law leading, as perceived with the neighbours and they may pour in afar with the situated members of the animal. 

The first therefore St? 

Ah of the such sinews s/he/it desires the eyes, and s/he/it gives the recognition of the appearances to those and the seeing of the colours: 

Into the ears with the following himself s/he/it pours out, through which with them the notice of the sounds is born: 

The third with the nostrils is inserted, the strength attending perfuming: 

The fourth the palate s/he/it holds, it is judged where about the tastes: 

With the fifth his/her/their strength s/he/it satisfies the all body, indeed the all the part of the body the soft and crude, the cold and warm sees. 

The sixth about the brain going along desires the gullet, to which especially the feeling is to be necessary, in order that it assails which lack, s/he/it may reject the balances, and in sober man him/her/itself may guide himself. 

The seventh St? 

Ah of the sinews the thought to the spine-al marrow pours in, which with this it is animal which it is with the nut-brown ship, and so far with the use or with the particular dignity is that the long brain from the doctors is called. 

Out of this finally, as out of the brain, the diverse movements are born the strength with the three the souls with the intentions attending. 

Indeed three are, animal which out of the foresight of the soul s/he/it takes the body: 

In order that s/he/it lives, in order that with the beauty s/he/it lives, and in order that the immortality to that with the succession is asked. 

With these with the three intentions, as I have said, through the spine-al marrow of the soul the execution is presented. 

For to the heart and to the liver and with the offices breathing, which in all respects towards living concerns, the strengths about which I have said the spine-al movements are attended: 

With the sinews also the shepherd's crook of the hands or of the others parts, is lived through which with the beauty, the strength thence is been better: 

And in order that out of these the succession is managed, the sinews out of same with the spine-al marrow with the causing shame and to the dam, in order that they satisfy his/her/their need, they are attended. 

Thus in the man the no part of the body without the breathing-passage which in the stomach of the brain s/he/it is placed and s/he/it is agreed without the kindness of the spine-al marrow. 

Thus therefore s/he/it happens as, with him/her/itself the brain the feeling may miss, yet the feeling from the brain into the all body may depart.

And Disarius: 

And with this the prophet that prophet wisely, as for the rest. 

For the more earlier more damp part of the head with the back of the head is, and thence frequently the white colouring is accustomed to begin. 

And if the more earlier part, that has said, more damp is, why the baldness suffers, which not unless touches out of the dryness? 

Suitable, Disarius has said, the reproach, but the account is not obscure. 

Indeed the parts more ahead of the head the nature more rare has made, in order that whatever the blowing it vanishes of the superfluous or smoky around the brain it has been through the more movements: 

From where we see just as the certain seams with which the hemispheres in the dry lands of the dead persons with the heads, in order that thus I have said, of the head they are bound. 

With which therefore those the movements will have been more great, they move the moisture with the dryness and they whiten therefore more slow, but they miss not with the baldness. 

If therefore the dryness effects the bald persons, and more following of the head to be more dry you have said, why never we see the bald back of the head? 

That has answered: 

The dryness of the back of the head not out of the fault but out of the nature is: 

Therefore with the all are the dry back of the heads. 

Out of that but with the dryness the baldness is born which through the bad proper mixture, how of Greek 500?

They are accustomed to call, s/he/it happens. 

From where the hairs [pcrispi], because thus combined they are that with the more dry head they are, slowly they whiten, quickly into the baldness they cross: 

Against which are laid bare with the hair are more rare not with easy it with the suckling moisture, because [f]? 

Ah s/he/it is called, but the quick white colouring happens with those: 

For therefore are the white grey hairs, because they are suckled the colour of the moisture with which they imitate. 

If therefore with the old men the abundance of the moisture wets the hairs into the white colouring; 

Why the old age has taken the belief of the exact dryness? 

Because the old age, that says, with the extinguished through the antiquity with the natural heat cold happens, and out of that cold the ice cold and superfluous are born the moistures. 

Moreover the vital fluid with the longevity is dried: 

Thence the old age s/he/it is the dry lack of the natural moisture, is the moist abundance full of vice out of the cold begat. 

Hence which s/he/it is and with the watches the more heavy age s/he/it is affected, because the sleep, which especially out of the moisture happens, is born about the physicist: 

So as the much is in the infancy, which swamps the abundance is not of the balance but of the natural moisture.

And Eusebius: 

Because the discussion of the superfluous moisture has drew us from the old age all the way towards the eunuches, you may say I wish, why thus of the sharp voice they are that often the woman or the eunuch speaks, unless you see, you may disregard? 

That has answered it likewise to make the abundance of the superfluous moisture. 

Indeed himself?

Ah? 

, Through which the noise of the voice has climbed, effecting it narrows the more thick movement of the voice: 

And therefore even with the women or with the eunuches the voice is the sharp, of the heavy strength, with which the passage of the voice has free and out of I am renewed the open movement. 

To be born but in the eunuches and in the women out of the equal cold nearly the equal abundance of the inconvenient moisture also hence s/he/it will dissolve, because the each body often grows fat:

And Disarius: 

Come, of Servius not which of the young suns to you are contemporary but of the all old men likewise most learned-edly, you invigorate! the forehead, and the given up shame, might have opposed indicates which in you [pfacies] with the redness you collect! with us freely which, to your interrogations not less to the education soon collecting as if with the others consulting him/her/itself you answer. 

Whenever for a short while that with the thick encouragements might cause being silent: 

This, Servius says, out of you I ask, because to me you have said to have touched, which may make with the cause, in order that the redness to the body out of the decency of the mind is born? 

And that: 

The nature, says, when worthy which to him/it has opposed with the distinguished decency, s/he/it enters desiring the most deep blood, with excited which and wide the skin is wetted, and thence the redness is born. 

Say also the physicists which the nature with the decency touched s/he/it stretches thus the blood before himself on behalf of the cover as we see the each reddening the hand to himself before the shape often to place opposite. 

Nor about these you will be able to doubt, when the nothing the other s/he/it is the redness unless the colour of the blood. 

Servius adds: 

And which are glad why turn red? 

And Disarius: 

The joy, has said, s/he/it happens from without: 

Towards this with the courageous meeting the nature hastens, sharing which the blood accompanying as if with the eagerness of his/her/their soundness wets the skin, and thence the like colour is born. 

It same concerns: 

Against which fear with which account blanch? 

Nor this, Disarius has said, in the secrecy is: 

Indeed the nature, when which about from without touching fears, into the deep whole is submerged: 

So as we likewise, when we fear, the subterfuges and the places covering we ask. 

Therefore the whole descendant, in order that lies hidden, s/he/it draws with him\her\it the blood, s/he/it is borne with which just as with the chariot always. 

With depressed this the more diluted moisture with the skin remains, and it blanches thence. 

Therefore fearing and they tremble, whereby the strength of the soul to within s/he/it was being held fleeing s/he/it relinquishes the sinews [pquibus] the strength of the members, and thence the leap of the fear they are stirred. 

Hence and the respite of the stomach accompanies the fear, because the little mice with which were being closed of the dregs of the fleeing movement to within with the strength of the soul deserted [laxeant] the chains with which the dregs all the way towards the convenience of the enumeration were being held. 

Servius with these sayings reverently assented to has kept silence.

Then Auienus: 

Because with me the rank, has said, s/he/it connects towards the likeness of the consultation, to me s/he/it has towards the feast requiring-to-be-restored conversation which more afar from the table now s/he/it had been manoeuvred and towards s/he/it had crossed the others questionings.

With resting this through the going apart of the soul the members wither, and with the all his/her/their weight the clashed body is crushed: 

Then the blood also, which, how long sharing has been of the heat, was giving to the members the vigour, with the departing heat the verse into the bloody matter remains not within the blood-vessels, but it is squeezed out of doors: 

And thus with the wide breathing-passages the full of dregs decay disappears. 

The mixed salt to the body hinders it to happen. 

Indeed is the nature the dry and warm, and it deals indeed the flowing of the body with the heat, truly even s/he/it curbs the moisture with the dryness or s/he/it sucks. 

Surely the moisture with the salt to be delayed or s/he/it happens to be destroyed hence with the easy getting to know, which, if you have made two breads with the equal size, one with the salt sprinkling, without the salt the other, you will discover you spurt needy with the weight more ready, of course with the moisture in it through the want of the salt lasting. 

And special this from my Disarius I wish, why [pdefaecatum] the wine may be the more strong with the strengths, but more fragile towards lasting, and so the drinking quickly influences which him/her/itself, if s/he/it has remained, s/he/it is moved easily? 

Which quickly, Disarius says, he influences, this the account is, because with the so great more penetrable more effective into the blood-vessels of the drinking how much it happens more clear with the cleansed dregs. 

Therefore but easily s/he/it is moved, which with the no support extends the straining from every side towards the hurt of his/her/their. 

Indeed the dregs with the wine supporting and feeding and with the requiring-to-be-provided strengths as if the root of him/it s/he/it is. 

And I ask this, Auienus has said: 

Why the dregs in the most deep sinks of the all unless of the honey: 

The honey s/he/it is the only which s/he/it may eject into the top the dregs?

Of the dregs you get! timber than you thicken! and earthly with the other waters with the weight s/he/it is better, with the honey s/he/it is conquered. 

Therefore in those with the weight sinking towards the farm s/he/it has dropped, in true honey as more trivial about the place conquered up s/he/it is beaten. 

Because out of these which sayings heap are like himself questionings: 

Why, Disaruses, thus the honey and the wine with the diverse ages they are had most good, the honey which most fresh, the wine which most old? 

From where is and that the proverb with which they use [gulones]: 

The which requiring-to-be-mixed honey-wine drink properly you may combine to be with the new Hymettius and [puetulo] with Falernian wine. 

Therefore, that says, because between himself with the nature separated they are. 

Indeed the nature of the wine is the damp, the dry lands of the honey.

Nor the hesitant Disarius has said: 

The honey which s/he/it is most good to the remainder s/he/it is more heavy, in the most deep vessel therefore the part which is better of the honey in is certainly with the weight, and therefore with the over-swimming more costly it is: 

Against in the vessel of the wine the more below part with the mixture of the dregs not with the manner unruly but and with the taste more low is, truly the most high part of the money with the neighbourhood is spoiled, with the mixture of which more diluted it happens. 

From where the farmers the earthenware vessels, not content under the roof to have restored, they bury and is able to happen from the wine of the money with the covers from without smeared over withdrawing into the how great they fortify the contact, s/he/it is struck from which so palpably that s/he/it protects in full vessel hardly with himself and therefore to the passable air less. 

Moreover if thence you have drunk and you will have revealed the place of the money to the mixture, the which all remainder has remained is spoiled.

And Disarius:

Therefore not with the only stiffness the snowy water is the destructive, but on account of the other cause, will annoy not to uncover with the authority Aristotle which in the natural his/her/their questionings has placed this and into this feeling, if I am deceived, s/he/it has freed.

Whether therefore more with the oil the cause s/he/it is which of the more swift tie and more smooth and [pspissius] s/he/it is? 

Indeed towards collecting are seen the more easy which the more lighten-ed and are more thick: 

With the wine but touches not the so great softness, and is as the more clear oil much: 

Truly the vinegar and most clear between the other moistures, and is with the so great more stridently that with the sourness sad-making is, and with the example to the marine water, which themselves with the each bitterness of his/her/their s/he/it is crude, never the frost is dealt. 

For which Herodotus of the all histories have asked nearly which these I am written against the belief the Bosphorian sea s/he/it has written, which and calls Cimmericus, and the all sea of them of the parts, which Scythicum is said, it the frost to be confined and to stand, otherwise is and is thought. 

For not the marine water is dealt, but because very much in those areas of the rivers it is and into themselves seas of the swamps flowing, s/he/it freezes the male tops to which the pleasant waters swim in, and with the unharmed marine water it is seen in the male frost, but about the foreign waves collecting. 

This and in Pontus we see to happen, in which the certain crumbs and, in order that thus I have said, [prosiciae] the close ice cold waters are brought about the multitude of the river or marshy of the waves, into which it is permitted to the cold as if more lighten-ed marine.

Indeed the divine the prophet, which in the all thing the nature has followed, has squeezed which is accustomed to happen, as which climb about the sea, if they will have stood in the sun, indeed the water quickly with the sun may be dried, it may remain but in the top of the body [pueluti] the certain flower which and it is perceived in wipe offing: 

And this s/he/it is the fat s/he/it hinders of the marine water which grounds the washing.

These are which that man s/he/it recalls: 

With which if you oppose hostile, I await which you may refer. 

Towards these the shining Eustathius: 

In the open place s/he/it is, s/he/it has said, which has cheated Epicurus. 

Indeed from the truth the gliding has four followed the example of the others feelings, because in hearing and tasting and perfuming and touching the nothing out of us we hurl, but from without we take which s/he/it may move the feeling of his/her/their. 

Obviously and the voice towards the ears besides comes, and the breezes into the nostrils flow, and with the palate is heaped which may beget the taste, and to our body they are connected with the touch requiring-to-be-perceived. 

Hence s/he/it has thought and out of the eyes the nothing out of doors to depart, but the likenesses of the things into the eyes besides to go along. 

Of which to the belief which in the lookouts s/he/it fights back the opposite likeness s/he/it considers his/her/their observer:

If with the second s/he/it clings, as s/he/it dedicates the likenesses with the continuous flowing of the all things to flow, I ask how long the contiguous thing touchings last with the no tie towards lasting? 

Or if we have given to remain, as they will restrain some the colour, the nature of which when incorporeal is, yet never it is able to be without the body? 

Then which is able to induce into the mind, likewise and you will have turned the eyes the likenesses of the male sky of the shore of the meadow of the ships of the sheep have met and besides we see which of the innumerable things with the single throwing of the eyes, when is the small pupil of the eye which exerts influence with seeing exceedingly? 

And with the which manner the whole army is gone to see? 

Or about the one-each soldiers the made progress likenesses collect himself and thus the collected so many the thousands enter the eyes of the considering? 

But which we work the empty belief thus with the words to flog, with him/her/itself the emptiness of the thing may refute himself? 

Is agreed but the vision with us here to emerge with the account. 

The natural light out of [ppupula], wherever you will have turned her/it, the straight string leaps out. 

It the domestic flowing forth of the eyes if has discovered into with the surrounded with us with the money the light, may offend through her/it directly goes on how long the body: 

And if you have turned the shape that you inspect, in both places the straight sharpness seeing proceeds. 

Himself but thrown, we have said which about our eyes to leap out, beginning from the thin root in the sum s/he/it happens more wide: 

So as the rays from the painter are moulded: 

Therefore through the most small observing hole the eye sees the depth of the sky. 

Therefore three those the necessities with us are towards the execution seeing: 

The which light about us we hurl, and in order that the air which lies between is bright, and the body with which offence s/he may abandon the straining, which if goes on more by day, tired s/he/it maintains not the right straining but torn into the right hand and the left hand s/he/it is poured out.

So as therefore we have said, when the which light goes on out of us through the light into the body of the money has inscribed, the duty seeing is satisfied:

Hence and the nurses conceal the sucking boys with the covers, when they disregard under the moon, not full through the age the physicist of the moisture further the lunar light s/he/it moistens, and so as the damp woods hitherto [uiriore] with the acceptable heat are bent, thus and the addition of the moisture may stir up the members of those. 

This likewise is notable because, if which by day under the moon to the sleep will have given himself, is caused scarcely and the neighbour happens with the mad, with the all weight of the moisture the deliberate which in the body the poured out and of him/it he is scattered with the lunar quality: 

Which in order that pours in the body, will be away all of him/it and the movement loosens. 

Hence which is with Diana, which moon is?

, This is the air cutting. 

The goddess of childbirth from the producing is called upon, because the own service of him/it is to stretch the cracks of the body and to the movements the way to give, which is with the requiring-to-be-accelerated healthful birth. 

And this s/he/it is because elegantly the poet Timotheus s/he/it has squeezed: 

…

Nor less around the lifeless the quality of the moon is showed. 

For the woods which with the moon even now full even hitherto with the emerging are overthrown are silly to the arts, as if softened through the conception of the moisture. 

And s/he/it is with the farmers of the concern the grains about the areas not unless with the failing moon to collect, in order that the dry lands last. 

Against moist which you desire with the emerging moon you will make. 

Then and more closely you will sow the trees, s/he/it is especially with that over the land, because towards the growths of the stocks is the necessary food of the moisture. 

The air him/her/itself the quality of the lunar moisture and s/he/it suffers and s/he/it projects. 

For s/he/it is with full moon even when s/he/it is born (and indeed then from which full part up s/he/it admires s/he/it is,) the air either is loosened into the rain or, if clear and bright s/he is, the much about himself of the dew hurls: 

From where and [Alcman] the lyric poet has said the dew of the money and of the moon the son. 

Thus from every side s/he/it is approved the verse towards requiring-to-be-moistened and requiring-to-be-unloosed meats to belong to the lunar light the quality, which more used as the account seizes. 

Which but you have said, O Euangelus, about the sharp kettle, if I am deceived with my conjecture, s/he/it deviates not from the truth. 

Indeed in the money the strength is [pacrior], the doctors call astringent which, add with the remedies from where the scales of him/it which against the ruin of the putrefaction are called. 

Then which in the metal of the money delay always with the sanity of the eyes exert influence, and with which before the eyelids had been the laid bare are clothed in that place: 

Indeed which out of the money proceeds the golds, into the eyes incidental drinks and empties which badly flows. 

From where and Homer with the manner out of? 

…

Followed s/he/it calls these causes. 

Truly Aristotles the authority s/he/it is the which wounds out of the coppered sword happen less to be harmful as out of the iron and more easily to be looked after, which belongs, s/he/it has said, to the money the certain healing strength and [siccifica], drops in the wound which. 

Therefore with the equal lunar account s/he/it fights back fastening to the body of the sheep to the moisture. 
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
